Instead, *‘they have spiny needles which stick out of their stems. There are many
shapes of the cactus. °Some are small and round. ®Others are tall like columns or
pillars. Some are shaped like tubes or bells. Some are shaped like wheels. Some grow as
trees or shrubs.
