NOTES :


· Simple present used for something happen over and over again ( as a habit ) .

·  Perfect present used to what happen before short period of time , such as : he has just left.

·  (I have written three letters ) this example is perfect present because he is doing the same thing more than once and expect to do this again in future .

· Have comes with plural, I and You.

· Has comes with singular. 

· When we see “ since , for , never ” we use the Perfect Present .

· When we see “since , for , every since ” we use the Perfect Continuous Present.



EXAMPLES :

1 -  She (cook) dinner at the moment.                      ] at the moment = right now [

1 ) She is cooking dinner at the moment . “ present continuous ”

2 – They (buy) five cars up to now.

2 ) They have bought five cars up to now. “ present perfect ”

3 – He (live) in Qassime since he was 8.

3 ) He has been living in Qassime since he was 8. “ present perfect continuous ”
