
Poetry + Drama
This one is a mock heroic poem. John Milton has done heroic mocking poem which indicates that it contains or it deals with heroic themes and heroic characters and it speak with the history of the nation. It is heroic speaking with the subject matter and the language itself. It is high elevated subject matter that is written in a high elevated language. 
· It is mocking because it is not direct but it is indirect and satirizes. It has a sarcastic approach to subject matter. It enlarge the defects in the society to correct. 
· So, if we are in a clear understanding of the title given to this epic genre as a mock heroic epic, we can always reminded what it is about. 
· “The Rape of the Lock” is a sort of a story and it is written by Alexander Pope who is the father of poetry. Alexander Pope is the major poet who contributed in the writing of mock heroic in the eighteenth century. 
· There is a question we have to put in mind: what is the significance of the first two lines?
And now, unveil'd, the Toilet stands display'd,
Each Silver Vase in mystic Order laid.
· These two lines set the mockery of the whole story. They establish the heroic mocking. It is heroic because of the way it introduces the setting and the language which is used to the setting. The description of the setting itself as something sacred and holy though it is a Toilet of a young lady putting makeup. 
· Then he moves in describing this setting, giving more details that enhancing and imposing the sarcastic approach to the whole subject matter. 
· Who is there? It is the main character in this epic ‘Belinda’ and her maid. 

· Towards the middle of this verse when he is describing the perfumes and accessories that lay on the table, he is adding to his satire an important topic. So, he is starting with the setting, then the lady in front of her makeup, and both the setting and the lady are subscribed as being sacred and holly sing an elevated language. 
· So, he used this language because he wanted to mock and satirize to enlarge the social defect which is the interest of ladies at that time in attracting men. It is the society squeezing women to this only interest to seek to have a man rather than the spiritual side. The spiritual side is there but it is neglected. The spiritual side is there by describing the place as a church. So, the concentration is on the appearance. So, he is suggesting this atmosphere but through trivial activity. 
· So, the whole setting is describing a holly place and what the people is doing there is trivial, yet they are described with high elevated language. This discrepancy and contrast between the triviality of the action and the subject matter and this high elevated language would be created. Speaking on this trivial subject matter and people in a high elevated language. This is clear in the first two lines and shows the sarcastic approach. 
· Then after that he goes to another subject, he moves from Belinda and her maid to England itself. Belinda has nothing to do with manipulating and abusing other characters mock and England itself who is responsible for that. So, in this move to describe things on the table, we are strongly invited to think of England as being a colonial country who is making use and abusing other countries. 
· If you read more details in the story, you will find a quell over why and where. It is a very trivial work and this trivial work has being supported by the queen herself. 
· In the middle of this verse, you will find this satire directed against England and its relation with other countries. 

· So, in this extract, the poem is developing from Belinda to England and then back to Belinda. So, speaking in these two lines about a lady who is putting the final touches of her beauty is a reference to social and political issues at the same time. Here, he is hitting his goal of the triviality of the society. 
· He is concentrating clearly in two issues which are; her interest in social appearance and complete negligence of the life and religion. This is described as being beautifying herself but not beatifying herself. 
· Beatifying means to beautify her inner and working on her spirit. This is a reference to the importance of being chase religious. The heavenly image which is described should be a real one but it is not because we did not see anything about the spiritual beauty. 
· So, beautifying means taking care of her physical beauty but not beatifying anything in her inner self.

· The language is elevated as it started with ‘And now,’ and the heavenly beauty and all the language used is a high elevated language. It is a language that is suitable to describe the beauty of the lady, so it is a language that is used in purpose which is to enhance the discrepancy between the triviality of the subject and the elevation of the language from out of which we get the sarcastic approach. 
· Notice that in our course we covered:

· The Restoration period of the eighteenth century. 
· Elegy & Satire: during the eighteenth century there was a revival of these two. Elegy is a lyric written to celebrate or lament the death of someone. Elegy is a classical term, it is not new but it has revived in the eighteenth century. Though at that time, they were crying on their deaths but they were accepting death and show content (رضا). Those who wrote elegies at that time were John Dryden and Alexander Pope. 
· One of the best elegies written is “To the Memory of Mr. Oldham”. Mr. Oldham was a rival of Dryden and after his death Dryden wrote a wonderful piece of elegy about him although they were rivals. 
· One of the most beautiful elegies written at that time is Thomas Gray’s poem “Elegy Written in a Country Church Yard”. This elegy is called Romantic elegy because he described someone’s death through the death of nature. That is why the eighteenth century was a kind of step towards romanticism.
