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The nineteenth century plays:-
Drama needs objectivity. Goldsmith and Sheridan were on the eighteenth century. Till the second half of the nineteenth century there were no good plays. Good plays started to appear in the second half of the nineteenth century. The plays written at that time were sentimental and melodramatic which are far from reality but after realistic plays realistic plays started to appear till the end of the century when proper realistic plays had appeared as those of Bernard Show and Ibsen. We studied the scientific theories that were presented at that time and influenced the work of the writers as Darwin theory of evolution. 
· How this scientific theory is related to literature? 
He said that our personality is the result of our heredity and our environment and education and our parents and this what makes our characters. Darwin says that heredity and environment had strong influence on all forms of life. Affected by this writers try to show that that characters are influenced by heredity and environment.
· The second theory by psychologist Fraud presented in the nineteenth century which also influenced the literature. 
    He was a psychologist who said that human dreams are important. Before human beings the dreams had no importance in one`s life. He believes that dreams are symbolic of our lives. There are experts who can interpret your dreams as this dream is related to your consciousness and it shows something about the afterlife. 
Psycho-analyst= the man who analysis psychology. 
Psychoanalyst is an expert who can interpret your dreams and show you the relation between your dreams and your wishes and what is haunting your mind. 
These are theories that influenced literature as; whatever man writes is influenced by what is going on around him. 
Psychological imagines and the social, political and scientific changes had been captured by the artist or the writer. 
· Social and economic theories that influenced literature. 
The economic change is the industrial revolution or the industrialization of England. People of England depend on agriculture in their lives. They lived a very miserable life as they had to work hard as farmers. Then slowly in the nineteenth century England became industrialized. With the development of factories people of England as farmers goes to cities to work in factories. As a result, lot of people moved to city, the problem of accommodation (how to give houses to all those people) appeared. So the rich people or the owners of the factories outside the city and close to the factories made houses of very poor standards. These conditions were very miserable and the commission of cleanliness was very bad and due to this dirty situation there were disease and sickness. The society turned to be a capital society. Children are still not nourished, they were wearing rags and even children worked in factories. These factories were run by fuel; coal at that time. Coal mines were found at that time; so most of the factories were made close to the coal mines. Children worked inside the coal mines. When the children came out there was no sunlight, it was darkness as they work very long time. All this is called industrialization. This industrialization has two sides ugly side and the beautiful side. In one hand, make people rich and make England a developed country. On the other hand, people were suffering the lack of food and good living. 
· How this industrialization influenced the writer? 
The reaction of this industrial revolution on the writers was different. Writers reacted differently to the industrial revolution. Some writers tried to show the common people and to show the upper class that look as different. Factories owners never went to see how people are living, they sent their assistants. The houses of the poor people were called the slums. These houses fall down and there is no reparation. These miserable conditions were described in plays. Some writers decided to write play to tell people who are living comfortably to look at those other poor people and how they are suffering. These kinds of plays were called realistic and natural plays. This kind of movement in literature that undertakes to show the blind and the difficult situations of these people called as Realism and naturalism.  
The purpose of literature is to show and present. It is not always to give moral lessons. 
Other writers turn their back to the ugly side of the life and contemplated only the beauty and enjoy it. This kind of attitude or movement is called 
Astaticism= (to decide to do something great which you were afraid to do before). 
· Some writers in their plays tell us the story of the poor people but some only wrote about upper class which means that they do not care. They turned their backs to the ugly side and focused only on beauty.    
So the writers of the nineteenth century reacted differently to these scientific theories and social and economic changes. 
· What was the result of scientific theories?
The scientific theory of Darwin of the survival for the fittest and who is not fit will die, created a sort of fear among people as this whole world is a place where one is trying to make progress at the cost of others. The relation between creatures and human beings is the relationship of suffering and competition for survival. The Christian belief embarks out to show that this world created by God and that there is no difference between human beings and at the same time, other creatures are inferior to human being. If you suffer you will be rewarded by God (the idea of salvation). 
The Darwin theory came to say, there is no reward. You struggle, you win you live, if you do not struggle, you will die. You have struggle and fight or you will be weak and lose and be extinct.  This theory made people scared, despair and hopeless. This was the influence of Darwin theory on the people. This can be tackled and reflected in literature. The influence of psychoanalyst theory on the people that it can tell you the secrets of man`s life. 
· The movement of realism and naturalism: 
The two terms are related but they are different. 
Realism started almost on 1850 and naturalism started almost on 1860. 
Realism is about or tackled life as all. It always exists in someone as you can find realistic elements even in romantic and Shakespearean plays. The complete realism in the form of plays appeared in 1900. 
Otherwise a novel as Robinson Cruise, the situations are very realistic. Alexander pope poetry is not a complete realistic but in any sort of writings; we can find some realistic elements. Realism as a movement started at the nineteenth century. 
Characters in realistic plays are taken from the real men of real life. For example in the melodrama or in the sentimental comedies people are either very good or very bad. In common life you find people with a combination of good and bad. 
Without the problem or the issue there is no drama. If there is no story, there is no play.  Story is made because of these situations. For example: Piteous, a man who writes books. Many other of romantic based on realistic, but here the situation of realistic. In the play things happen that they really happen in the life; like stealing, death or fighting. 
· Naturalism: 
The similarity: Characters are taken from real life involved in like life situations. 
The differences: He chooses characters from real life but he makes a selection. For example: he presents a lady takes from real life, how does she look like? How she behaves? What is his thinking? 
A realistic writer can create a woman in his play; he may choose different characteristics from different places and make one whole but this whole person is believable as the real characters in life. Before when dramatists made a lady character, they made her very beautiful and they made the man character as a superhero but this is not believable. 
Realistic writers choose and select different characteristics from real life and when they combine these things or characteristics they create a believable whole or character. 
As a naturalist in order to portray certain parts of life, they do not choose or select rather they describe it as it is without addition. That is why we might see immoral scenes in naturalistic plays.   
 Naturalist believe that when a realistic dramatist or writer makes selection, he may skip things which are important, while naturalist says that he will like whatever comes from nature.    
· Characteristics of naturalism:
1: Describing things as they are is only one characteristic of naturalism. 2: Another characteristic is that naturalist concentrates on the life of very poor people and their problems and the degradation they suffer, while realism may show you royal and rich people or middle class or the lower class. 
3: Naturalist brings you exactly natural dialogue. For example in Silver Box, we find slang language and incomplete sentences and sometimes the language of Mr. Johns is difficult to be understood. 
On the other hand, a realistic writer if he is afraid that the reader cannot understand something, he may simplifies it or put the speech in order and arrange it to make it more meaningful, but naturalist does not. 
* Before naturalism: if you look at the melodramatic plays, tragedies mostly about the life of high class. 
* When realistic plays people of middle class appear. 
In these plays like Shakespearean plays, there were other people from other low classes but they are not the important characters in the plays. They perform very simple minor roles sometimes to add to the humor as clowns or to do minor jobs. It was believed that their life is important that we should write whole plays only about the life of those people and their problems. 
Naturalists decide and believe that the life of those poor people is worthy of treatment on stage. As in The Silver Box, the two lives of rich and poor people and the classes are shown.   
· Another difference between naturalist and realistic is that naturalist believes in Darwin theory of “survival of the fittest” and the role of heredity and the environment in affecting human beings. For example, in The Silver Box, the young man jack and johns. Johns says in one of the scenes I stand out of this house, I stand many evening outside this house watching this father and son coming out, sitting in the car and coming back, what is the difference between me and this jack, he does nothing, I do nothing. Then he asks what good is he doing that I am not doing. Why he enjoying life and supported because he was born through rich parents heredity and I was born of poor parents. He brought up in an environment that he knows him how to dress up, I was brought in an environment in which there is no education. The difference in their character depends upon heredity and environment. The people of the low class have to struggle for their survival against the enemies or the cannibals around them (according to Darwin) about their social values and social and economic pressure. 

· The economic pressure: Mrs. Johns has to work because if she stopped working, there will be no food. This is an economic pressure on her. 

· The social pressure: the last scene when she lost the trial. He husband sent to jail. As a result, she is fired because she was called at the police station. 
The human being is struggling against social, political or economic forces. 
· Example of realism from Doll`s House.
Ibsen is a Norwegian writer but his plays were translated into English.   
· Astaticism is a reaction against Victorian concept of morality. It is an anti-Victorian movement in literature. 
  Victorianism is known by strict morality, that what is wrong is not acceptable at all. They were very strict moral courts which were very artificial. You do not have to do anything immoral and if you are attempted to do something do not tell that. At that time, respectable person was who is not found out. Marriage is sacred thing and any other relation other than marriage is wrong, so any body does something wrong is not anymore accepted. Everybody is discovered is a bad person, but if you are not discovered you are not a bad person. 
In the institution of married, men and women should be faithful to each other and keep the marriage bond; if their marriage is broken they will lose their respect in the society. So the solution was to have affairs with another body while keeping the bond of marriage and both men and women pretend that everything is ok. 
· Astaticism is also anti realistic movement in literature. Astaticism only focuses on the beautiful side of life. If it was realistic it concentrates on ugliness and beauty of life, but it only concentrates only on ugliness. 

· Astaticism only focuses on the beautiful side of life. 
· Realism concentrates on the ugliness and the beauty of life.
·  Naturalism only concentrates only on ugliness. 


· Who was the preacher of this doctrine of Art for Art Sake?
It is for art not morality. He was mainly known as a critic. Most of those who tended to the world of beauty did not believe in the idea of morality. He believes that beauty is life. 
* The order conception of art even the Greek, the purpose of art is always to improve and teach a lesson. He refused this and believes that art is only for the sake of art and to give you pleasure. These artists concentrate only on the upper class and from the upper class; they could choose beautiful aspects of life. The best thing is to make use of every moment. Young men learned from this man that they should enjoy as much pleasure; physical or sensual as they can. 
· Oscar Wild: when he went to study in oxford, Walt Brittan was there in France. It was under this influence, he became womanish.
 
· Astaticism is neither moral nor immoral.  It has nothing to do with morality. It teaches you nothing. He wants, by collecting and selecting materials of the beautiful side of life to show you the difference between life and art and that art is more beautiful than life itself. You present art for the sake of art. Astaticism is adding beauty to life by taking a picture of life and adding art to make it more beautiful.  It is related more with the upper class. 

· It could see that in this life, there is no misery. A good example for this is the play Lady Windermere`s Fan by Oscar Wild. It is astaticism and it is art, the language of these plays is understandable. It is very polite language because it is art and the purpose is to make it beautiful. Art is more beautiful than reality. 

· What is the difference between art and life?    
Before naturalist and realistic show you that art is a reflection of life. I write in my play what I see in life. What I have written, I have already watched in life. Realistic selects, naturalist does not select. He gives you a picture of life but beauty is added to it.   
· The dialogue: 
Naturalist writes the dialogues of the speech of the people as the speaking common language either they are understandable or not understandable. The realist also gives you the common speech of the people but they sometimes simplify these dialogues so that the reader can understand it. They do not use elevated style, half broken slangs or sentences.  (Edmond Spenser). When you read plays you will find many times long sentences which include a universal truth and provokes= أمثال.  

· Techniques of how to present plays on theatre:
* Symbolism and impressionism. 
Symbolism: the dramatists make use of symbols. Realist believes that truth can be conveyed through five senses. 
 Symbolist believes that truth cannot be conveyed or communicated through five senses but it had to be realized and perceived through our intuition= بصيره/ إدراك. There are certain feelings that you cannot record through your five senses so how can you express them with your words. 
    These people instead of very clear actions, they use images to show you what happen in the mind of a character. They are described as they cannot be expressed by words. 
Example written by the doctor
Actually there is no darkness. This darkness and light reflect the conflict in the mind or her feelings. When she is hopeless, it is day but she feels that it is all night. In these kinds of plays, it is hard to distinguish if it is reality or a dream. 
In symbolism, there will be less actions and more feelings, colors and images. 
· Impressionism: It means what is the first impression of thing on you without being attention to it. How is Mrs. Johns and how dirty her clothes were.  Impressionist do not give you details and let you to see and say what was the impression of a certain thing to you.
 
· Subjective and objective:
Subjective reality may not be reality. I see a flower look blue, it is my impression. Objectively; the color is dark red in reality. But my impression of those flowers is blue. Astaticism is subjective in understanding as you want to see or I will see life like this so it is a subjective point of view. Drama needs objectivity.  
- In infection, sometimes it will present you to see things which are illogical. 
- On the theatre: they will give use multi concept of space= the stage divided into four parts; the garden, the inside, the bedroom and the office. This technique is used by the impressionist on the stage. Sometimes they put two curtains of the audiences and the acting, through which you can see actors moving but you do not see all the details. 
-  Impressionism means what impression does it make on you but they not going to the details. 
When you put a curtain, you see a woman and a man, you do not see whether she is married or what are the expressions of her face. This is in avoidance of detailed. Realism is concentrated on details and also naturalism.             
· When you look to the characters of the plays, how they are chosen? 
In the realist and naturalist, you will see people with all the details, their thinking to see every character is different in type as individuals. 
In astaticism, characters are simple, as they do not have psychological side as there are no specific details so that you cannot differentiate between characters because they have common things. 
On the other hand, if I met two different personalities, so when writing about them, it is easy to differentiate between them. 
· Naturalism concentrates on characters as well as events. 
· Astaticism concentrates on the language and smaller events with lots of dialogues. That is why Oscar wild plays are called 01:26 comedies which are all about upper class about lords and ladies and some people who do not have titles but they are imparted. The language is elevated that written in a way that makes his comedies different. In this plays you will find anti-Victorian elements and astaticism elements. It is does not have to do with morality. The secret of the success of his plays is his wit in the dialogues. If there is no action, you will be amused.
