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With in the second poem ''I wonder lonely as a cloud'' we are talking about nature and relation between man and nature, and finally we finished with changes of poetry, and the changes gained out by the experience of nature. We knew individuality with the word ''I wonder lonely ''. 
We learned some issues and some features. Nature there is a blessing to the man in ''I wonder lonely as a cloud'' we are in to a man who is enjoying nature and speaking of his own experience, giving detailed description of nature like the sky, the clouds, the night stars, running water, daffodils dancing, wind breezing and he was enjoying all that using different images and values about nature. Many issues appeared specially during the moments of enjoying nature and then to influence his own fact as a poet when he comes to write down his poetry.
What was the significance of his last stanza?

Describing how he goes into writing and recollecting his own experience, how he relax with the part of nature and recollect his experience to put his poem. Same views coming back to his mind enjoying the peace of mind with nature, no disturbance, and that’s when he recollects, and he recollect it in to out from the inside to the outside. The whole experience including the emotions is back again and that’s what he referred to by the blessing of nature, that provided him with an experience that can be recollected, That he got back again to the same feelings which he felt before. Now he describe or to define poetry writing as a recollecting of powerful  feelings in tranquility or its recollection of a spontaneous overflow with no control over it. A spontaneous overflow of powerful feelings is what exactly is in the last stanza. He is relaxing and recollecting, all is very spontaneous, nothing deleted all came down through his mind with him relaxing. We also discuss the issue of a man with in nature not just nature but man or nature.
Another poem of his is ''Tintern Abbey'' or ''Line'' it's that same poem but it have two names for Wordsworth. Its along poem and we will study about 60 lines of it. Again, within the poem we are concentrating on the features of the poetry movement during the romanticism and the different issues they dealt with not just the poetic linguistics, not just the metaphorical language of poetry, more or less it's that language of romantics in particular. That shows how easy of their language. What's important part about is to know that changes and influence of nature on their poetry here nature is to show the changes and influence of nature practiced over man.
His first poem wrote was when he was young he was enjoying life and running. Only him and nature and an imagery of the influence of nature and its happiness on him appeared in the themes of his poems. So he gives detailed descriptive images. His poems speak of nature '' Daffodil Danites'' water reflections stars.. etc. He embraces and traces the influence of nature over mentality. All the influence of nature appear clearly in the last stanza with the recollection process. He described the scene that happened to him mentally and spiritually this is a special faculty of their mind or imagination.
A definition by the romantics themselves of this imagination; it’s a peculiar faculty of the mind for the apprehension of their kind of a blessing that includes nature which is beyond the power of reason or common experience to apprehend. The poet by using his imaginations leads man or the reader into a world which is profound or high, religious and which except for the poet imagination must have remain inaccessible. Which means that this faculty of the poet is capable of providing the reader with a world that cannot be accessed but by him, so you see things but never as they are seen by the poet. Who can see him dancing with the daffodils, short lines with big huge rich images. In his poem ''Lines'' he describes himself as a goat something that have a lot of energy. The experience he gets with enough plenty of imaginations enables him to describe himself running on the mountain running like a goat.
He describes activity and energy. He is able to suggest many meanings through this image and that’s only can be done by a poet with his imagination or this faculty of mind. He goes beyond the lines of truth and mind to show what's happening with him. According to this view (that the imagination with which that poet is only the one to give us an image full and profound  of a world only accessible by him)the imagination yield inside a world that is transtendtal (means it moves from one point to another in the process of creating) or supersensible in nature. The implication is that there are two worlds the one available to ordinary people in partition of the usual senses, the other world open only to those who have the imagination or genius to see.
And now, with gleams of half-extinguished thought,

With many recognitions dim and faint,

And somewhat of a sad perplexity,                               

The picture of the mind revives again:

While here I stand, not only with the sense

Of present pleasure, but with pleasing thoughts

That in this moment there is life and food

For future years. And so I dare to hope,

Though changed, no doubt, from what I was when first

I came among these hills; when like a roe

I bounded o'er the mountains, by the sides

Of the deep rivers, and the lonely streams,

Wherever nature led: more like a man

Flying from something that he dreads, than one

      Who sought the thing he loved.
Here he refers to a moment that happened again or an experience he is back to and that’s the second time he goes through it we know that through the ''half extinguished'' descriptive word he put "with gleam", then he said "dim and faint" because of the change of time. All that shows that he had been in the situation before and now he is remembering. The "the picture of the mind" again recognizing and remembering the experience. He is happy and the attitude of nature for him is different as he shows he stands not physically but with senses more imagination things beyond the sense just a faculty of mind for the poet not ordinary people .

"That in this moment there is life and food" exactly same way like we had it in " I wonder lonely" showing all the energy he have. What gives him the energy is the food. ''Present '' that this moment of all the moments he has now the supplies which means he will live.
The experience that he went through keens on showing what happened to him or the change or influence he got through the experience the change from young or immature with no care moving around through life without the awareness or the experience that all changed him and his look over nature. He uses the word "running" referring to energy. For him the image is pleasure.
For nature then

      (The coarser pleasures of my boyish days,

      And their glad animal movements all gone by)

      To me was all in all.--I cannot paint





What then I was. The sounding cataract

      Haunted me like a passion: the tall rock,

      The mountain, and the deep and gloomy wood,

      Their colours and their forms, were then to me

An appetite

That’s the change he is talking about. He is unable to paint or write what exactly it was at that time but he was aware of the kind of pleasure he had at that time. Its looks like a shallow one. He was enjoying his energy as a young boy. "sounding Cataract" the sound of the water changed him and got him to move like a passion. He is not giving the details of the color because its history, here he is giving some kind of a list of descriptive points of nature. Just trying to show the influence on himself. Again he put key lines in his poem with himself saying the "tall rock, the mountain, the deep gloomy wood…..etc".
Two important key lines here the first one is "life and food for future years " the second one is "tall rock, the mountain, the deep gloomy wood….. Their colours and their forms, were then to me an appetite ". He uses the word appetite to show that he demands more and more information of nature and that in itself is to be considered one of the influences of nature on him and his poem.
He describes them as cause for him as an appetite. The first was to get him hungry and triggered his need for food. He refer to nature in experience of nature that the sight only observing things from the outside but this made him in need for more. He is approaching things with his senses or with his inwards than his eyes or the physical attitude. He changed from immature to mature with his approaching to nature. So the second experience he was mature enough than the first.

That had no need of a remoter charm,

By thought supplied, nor any interest

Unborrowed from the eye.--That time is past,

And all its aching joys are now no more,

And all its dizzy raptures. Not for this

Faint I, nor mourn nor murmur, other gifts

Have followed; for such loss, I would believe,

Abundant recompence. For I have learned

To look on nature, not as in the hour

Of thoughtless youth
''No need for a remoter'' means that in the nature now is not the place he was in that now he is overwhelmed with the experience and he is accessible to the imagination. The poet with his faculty of mind is able to reach what's unreachable. Not all poets are imaginative or with the same depth and not all them are capable of enjoying or narrating or recollecting the experience using their imagination because that’s a gift. He does not need that remoter because its supplied by thoughts and the only thing he needs is relaxation piece of mind or tranquility. The experience is coming back spontaneously and with emotions. He is more honest because it's his just or his own mind. It's his mentality or personality speaking. He is narrating a certain stage of his life when he was old. He was advising his sister to share his experience and he try to recollect the experience through her imagination to be more creative.
Wordsworth was poor and he was going through a time of hardship because he was about to release or publish the lyrical ballads all alone because his partner Coleridge dismissed. As a result for all that he ran to nature which was for him a life saver, a nurse or a god to protect and treat him giving him a piece of mind. He was to develop and change personally and spiritually. The influence of nature on him was very deep. He mentioned later that it was to take him a day to write a poem. That’s how deep he was affected by nature. He mentioned that no poem in his life was an imitation of anyone else or rewrote or corrected later. He was to write it the first time and that’s it.
" nor mourn nor murmur'' he is not sad. Attempting to reach that place or nature but something else took place what is it? "other gifts". The experience is not in hand and he cannot enjoy the nature he saw before. The gift is the in mind or the faculty of imagination that’s his reference 'imagination' it's now for him a substitution, the immediate experience is now gone and  now he left the place but something came up which is another gift is the substitution of the lost one. The lost one is dead or passed away and the gift that took place is now the one of imagination which is now playing the rule.
"Other gift…etc" he is getting recompensation that’s what imagination is to him a recompensation of the lost experience through a new one. He was afraid to forget any part of this experience but he had his imagination which gave him all the parts should be recollected. His fear was because that poem he wrote when he was way old. 
Later on in "Tintern Abbey" he was trying to develop this gift of imagination which is a gift of what he lost of his experience. That’s what he expressed, his fear to lose the gift of imagination.
