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I started by the characteristics and features and how they got affected by nature and how this affected their poetry and the definition of poetry and how to create poetry which is a blessing or a tranquility of mind or a peace of mind with the ability to drill back in to the memory of the past and get relaxation, to get the experience within the images or to open the old memory and old powerful feelings then reconnect it in tranquility. 
Our poet was able to write poetry in such circumstances of tranquility or peace of mind and let out this spontaneous over flow of the motions or experience gained with nature. He had the tranquility of mind to relax and move to the next step or faculty of mind which is imagination. We saw how did the rules of imagination help him in writing his poetry. He has the mind facilities away from the senses and that’s how he gets the memories back but all this is with the help of imagination. It’s a part of his character it became an energizer for his memory or mind and became like an appétit and got him to want more of nature and that’s how he had changed spiritually.
not for this
Faint I, nor mourn nor murmur, other gifts
Have followed; for such loss, I would believe,
Abundant recompence. For I have learned
To look on nature, not as in the hour
Of thoughtless youth; but hearing oftentimes                    90
The still, sad music of humanity,
Nor harsh nor grating, though of ample power
To chasten and subdue. And I have felt
A presence that disturbs me with the joy
Of elevated thoughts; a sense sublime
Of something far more deeply interfused,
The memories now is not very clear but they are there energizing him. He is not sad that he is being late or unable to cataract again the memories that are not fresh. He spoke that he had other ways of remembering memories like senses so the memory stays in him but he uses other gifts in him to get him what was lost or recompensated ‘ to look on nature’ that’s the outcome of the experience. He is not looking out at it like he used to not just watching nature but also listening to voices of nature that’s how got to a better attitude or a better place than humanity. We also take back to Wordsworth himself seeking of humanity as the center of his interest. They were supporting the French revolution which had man the center of its interest.
‘Harsh’ and ‘grating’ he is now enjoying music of nature. The actual side of nature is emotional but the one happening now is the musical side and now this happening means our poet is one of the top of the poets among generations. The music is going to be hunted with the music of humanity that was taking from nature that’s the affect or influence of nature on him. He is busy with other issues of humanity rather than the superficial ones. How is he describing the influence of nature on him? Right with these words with chasing and attitude being under control where he feels the present disturb him with the joy of elevated thoughts. He is deeply way than the daily issues so that shows the depth of the nature influence on him.
a sense sublime
Of something far more deeply interfused,
Whose dwelling is the light of setting suns,
And the round ocean and the living air,
And the blue sky, and in the mind of man;
A motion and a spirit, that impels                             100
All thinking things, all objects of all thought,
And rolls through all things. Therefore am I still
A lover of the meadows and the woods,
And mountains; and of all that we behold
From this green earth; of all the mighty world
Of eye, and ear,--both what they half create,
And what perceive; well pleased to recognise
In nature and the language of the sense,
The anchor of my purest thoughts, the nurse,
The guide, the guardian of my heart, and soul                  110
Of all my moral being.

‘Impels’ means a must. This is showing the second space of elevated language to nature with thinking and sublimity speaking of the sad music. Little by little, is he speaking of nature still? kind of, because he is speaking of the influence of nature on him. He is evaluating spiritual affect on him. He would say in this poem that he is a worshiper of nature not just a lover of nature but a worshiper. He is in love with nature but not the physical one anymore. He is in love with the spiritual one that he feels deeply inside him. 
What is being explained by compensating what have been left or passed away experience shows that no need for senses to bring back nature because he can bring it remotely without these senses. Nature for him is the anchor. This spiritual influence of nature on him is what makes his poems special. He has the memories triggered in him without any need of senses. That the peculiar ability of the poet that we spoke of before the two kind of imagination. The one anyone can have. Then, the high elevated creative imagination or the faculty of mind which lets our poet for example, be able to hear the sad music of humanity and that’s only the affect of one thing which is this faculty of mind or imagination.
 ‘The anchor’ is nature the guide, the guardian also are nature. Again the influence of nature on him as a result of this faculty of mind on him. Only him can see that because he has this faculty while we can’t because we do not have it. So, we spoke of the primary imagination and we saw the secondary imagination and there is a third one which is the fantasy which is our next interest and this imagination describes the just in nature and finds a god in nature to worship and. That’s enough to guide him to give him the peace of mind and energize his spirit with a relation with the music of humanity so its controlling him but giving him an access to the music of human. 
Morally and spiritually dealing with nature because he is protected or guided. Wordsworth was an atheist never believed in god and believed only the power of humanity and nature. And since he doesn’t belief in god, he is finding a god in nature which is a shelter at that age where people can find the peace of mind or tranquility. Also, he is not speaking of nature but this is the work imagination and influence of nature all them are dealing with nature some way or another. This part of influence on his spirit got him to find a god in nature and energize him with food in his life journey. 
Speaking of the other poem the “Nightingale” by Coleridge we would find that for someone like Coleridge nature is a nightingale that gave him the ability to learn and speak. So, he is concerned only about the nightingale as nature. This night bird is a singer and it was used many times in literary works and was also attached to the myth of ‘Philomel’ a lady who was raped by her brother in law who was a king. A Greek myth and he raped her then, to keep her silent he cut her tongue. Then, she turned to a nightingale singing and that’s a sad person complaining. This myth found its way in literature through ages and it showed the nightingale always as a sad creature whose songs are a melancholy. 
Coleridge with Wordsworth together they spent a night on abridge watching nature in the silence of the night trying to concentrate then suddenly as Coleridge said he heard a nightingale singing and he spoke of this experience. He rejected the notion given to them through classical literature. He spoke of it as a melancholy and tried correcting it with his creative imagination. They got to nature from a different approach because they took the old school notions and turned them upside down and changed the whole notion of the nightingale. Coleridge was sick and needed tablets to keep on some strength that shows us how their imagination came through their attempts to be superiors to everything even themselves.
‘Lyrical ballads’ is a big mark in the romanticism this piece was included at this time. Wordsworth wrote on nature while Coleridge wrote on imagination and when it was released or published Wordsworth dismissed one of Coleridge poems because nature was seen through the imagination but within this poem of Coleridge imagination was aggressive and got the feelings into crisis and that was against their school of poetry. The nightingale poems were one of the lyrical ballads and the new approach to poetry was not spontaneous and they had imagination to write with.
The main point or theme is the literary response of the imagination with direct contact with nature. The different imagination Coleridge spoke of is psychological and mythical. Psychological means that primary and secondary needs the experience of man with nature and the power of the faculty or the product of imagination but with Coleridge leaving us to a new practice discovered and recreated only by imagination.
No cloud, no relique of the sunken day
Distinguishes the West, no long thin slip
Of sullen light, no obscure trembling hues.
Come, we will rest on this old mossy bridge!
You see the glimmer of the stream beneath,
But hear no murmuring: it flows silently.
O'er its soft bed of verdure. All is still.
A balmy night! and though the stars be dim,
Yet let us think upon the vernal showers
That gladden the green earth, and we shall find
A pleasure in the dimness of the stars.
And hark! the Nightingale begins its song,
'Most musical, most melancholy' bird!
A melancholy bird? Oh! idle thought!
In Nature there is nothing melancholy.
Here he invites the reader to join him on this contemplation.  He stops by the details of nature like running water but the place is quiet it’s still but, completely night. Hark means listen, try to imagine this, sitting on a place at night, listening to nature then, suddenly in this silence a nightingale starts singing a melancholy bird. He is quoting john Milton spontaneously. Once he mentioned this quotation he was filled with ideas and thoughts because in nature there is nothing melancholy nature is a nurse, a refugee or a god loving, giving and protecting, but some writers had their justifications as the nightingale being the object of nature is to be a melancholy.
But some night-wandering man whose heart was pierced
With the remembrance of a grievous wrong,
Or slow distemper, or neglected love,
(And so, poor wretch! filled all things with himself,
And made all gentle sounds tell back the tale
Of his own sorrow) he, and such as he,
First named these notes a melancholy strain.
And many a poet echoes the conceit;
Poet who hath been building up the rhyme
When he had better far have stretched his limbs
Beside a brook in mossy forest-dell,
By sun or moon-light, to the influxes
Of shapes and sounds and shifting elements
Surrendering his whole spirit, of his song
And of his fame forgetful! so his fame
Should share in Nature's immortality,
A venerable thing! and so his song
Should make all Nature lovelier, and itself
Be loved like Nature! But 'twill not be so;
And youths and maidens most poetical,
Who lose the deepening twilights of the spring
In ball-rooms and hot theatres, they still
Full of meek sympathy must heave their sighs
O'er Philomela's pity-pleading strains.
 A reaction of man’s feelings on nature. The man here is having a lost love. So when he spoke of the song he was referring to the Philomel myth to enhance the melancholy of the song of the nightingale. The sound of the nightingale was telling his story and feelings so it’s what they feel not what they are. Once he said the melancholy everyone was following him but not me which means Coleridge he is enjoying the creative faculty of mind and trying to enjoy this moment. Accumulation of the notion that was taken throughout centuries and taken for granted that no one anymore discuss it. 
And of his fame forgetful! so his fame
Should share in Nature's immortality,
A venerable thing! and so his song
Should make all Nature lovelier, and itself
Be loved like Nature! But 'twill not be so;
And youths and maidens most poetical,
Who lose the deepening twilights of the spring
In ball-rooms and hot theatres, they still
Full of meek sympathy must heave their sighs
O'er Philomela's pity-pleading strains.
Instead of looking at nature, he is looking at nature with more love and admire rather than sadness. He is giving a chance to be looking at nature as being loved and with a heart and mind and accept what’s giving to us of a notions but unlike others taking and enjoying knowledge we would be receiving nature as a teacher.
My Friend, and thou, our Sister! we have learnt
A different lore: we may not thus profane
Nature's sweet voices, always full of love
And joyance! 'Tis the merry Nightingale
That crowds and hurries, and precipitates
With fast thick warble his delicious notes,
As he were fearful that an April night
Would be too short for him to utter forth
His love-chant, and disburthen his full soul
Of all its music!

We are sitting on the bridge, enjoying nature, we are having a different lore or feature giving us moral lesson. Using merry means joyful.’ April’ of spring full of beauty a perfect one for singing birds so how can it be a melancholy. Here we can deal with the nightingale as the poet himself of how beautiful and full of life. If he wasn’t imaginative or with less faculty of mind, he wouldn’t reach to change such a notion of the nightingale melancholy and make it a happier thought. The influence of his imagination and influence of nature got us to this approach. He approached the nightingale in a different way as well as nature that he show has nothing melancholy. In this work he invites the notions about the nightingale and start to think of an alternative for the melancholy by using the ‘merry thoughts’ which means it brings happiness not melancholy. That’s what made this man a very creative man and that shows the influence of nature on them allowing them to create an alternative of the melancholy.

Speaking of both writers Wordsworth and Coleridge we found that both of them were keen to use ordinary simple language but for Coleridge the structure is more complicated and difficult than Wordsworth that was seen in the poetic genius of Coleridge and the influence in his music. So they had differences in the language and music and structure although they were of one school and were working on a new brand of poetry.
Moving on to Victorians next time I will see you all giving an introduction social political and literary in the main issue features of the Victorian age. You will read and put your information and we will evaluate or elaborate.
Norton anthology , a reference you can go through to check out the information you need about these ages.
John Keats is one of the young generation. Romantics are two groups older and younger generations .older generation like Wordsworth , Blake and Coleridge they are the older generation. the younger are Keats, Shelly and lord Gordon Byron. Of the younger we will study Keats who is known of his interest of beauty, part of which is the beauty of nature. If they spoke of reality and love in nature he speaks in general even the beauty of nature as the only source of truth in life. The only truth is in nature and that’s in his poem we will study now. He has his own aesthetic approach on nature believing that truth is beauty and beauty is truth that’s what we need on earth and that’s all we need to know.
 Reality of god for Wordsworth is to be found in nature but for Keats is anything written including art.  As for him, the place where the beauty can be kept and giving reality. He wrote a number of odes one of them is ‘odes to a nightingale’. Coleridge killed the sadness around the nightingale while Keats was having a bad experiences when he lost his brother and he was sitting in the garden listening to the song of the nightingale and wrote of his own sadness flying with his own imagination. He chose imagination to fly with from reality to the natural place where he can find satisfaction forgetting his pains and living in the world of the nightingale. 
This is the nightingale of Keats where he united with the nightingale creating their own world with imagination. We will switch to another ode written by Keats describing a jar with certain portraits on it. Two lovers chasing , the lover is trying to kiss her that’s the portrait on a Grecian jar by a Greek artist. In this poem he also giving light and speaking of the beauty giving life by poetry. Trying to show how to hold a memory and keep it on this piece of jar forever. The lovers still chasing, music still alive, the place still green, the lovers is trying to have a kiss and this is the work of art first by painting then by literature and poetry. That’s how this memory we kept alive. 
This experience is not real anymore but kept alive by art which is now poetry. The beauty with this experience and the use of music has been captured and made real or truth that never will change through art which is first time is painting then its poetry. 
Read the text. He describes the portrait. He is telling the lovers that the moment will stay forever and that’s the beauty and that’s what art does keep on the happiness and the beauty of moments in our life. He deals with images that deals with senses and here is evaluating the unheard music. Saying that the music is beauty but the unheard one is more beautiful the unheard one is the music of nature more beautiful  more sweet overwhelming our senses with happiness. What we are not hearing but feeling is more than the physical it’s the metaphysical or beyond the senses. We would look at a picture of ourselves to keep living the beauty of the moment and see the reality of the experience.
