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Speaking of the Victorian age it was an age of skepticism, it was an age of a war and division because England was ripped into two and rich people enjoyed education and welfare of life while poor were just suffering. Women of high class were more angels than humans while poor were large number and women were working in factories and mines. Kids and people of this category of the lower and middle class were to die with diseases and water contamination. The problem was early 18th century and was growing and it reached all of the society. Here in this age there are lots of examples of people who spoke of her suffering in works of arts with very pure words to show the diseases and the no care of anyone. They deprived women from some of their rights like education and that’s for the lower class. Women and kids of lower class were abused to work in mines and factories while aristocrats were taking care of themselves enough to be looking like angels.
Religious people came with a new approach of the idea of God and new theories came by thinkers like Darwin with evolution and his thoughts and words about the origin of man. Some thinkers of the Victorians wrote about thoughts like that and the relation of man to God and the origin of man himself all these thoughts with the mixture of doubting religion got people to reach skepticism.
 Read on Darwin theory and write a paragraph on Darwin’s theory and how it affected the age. 
Life was under the influence of skepticism at that time. There are passages in a poem called “in memoriam” by Tennyson that discussed this skepticism approach indirectly. It was an age of skepticism yet, people were religious enough to care about moralities but this skeptical approach affected the elite of this society and the whole age fall to skepticism. They expressed their fear to the thought of future and doubted religion and reached doubting everything around them and that’s how people fall to skepticism. Hypocrisy is one of the titles attached to this age and it appeared in works of art in family relations and even in religion. 
Many wars happened in this age. Literature of this age interred a new period after the romantic revival. This age was full of realism and remarkable with its prose as well. Four general characteristics for literature of this age;

· First, being too close to daily life and practically.
· Second, moralities were in this age a huge point in this literature. 
· also idealism and pessimism. 
· influence of science came clear in this age because although the age was materialistic still writers were writing of ideal life. 
Victorian poetry flourished with different subjects new to the age such as a number of illusion and lyrics more in use than the romantics. Also lyrics developed, Sonnet sequence, elegy, personal approach to a subject through the prologue. Plus, the moral approach to poetry to discuss moral issues and they had lots of thinkers. There were people coming out and into the country and with them came many new thoughts to this society. 
There was a political oppression at this age and that’s why too many people left the country and that’s how they got affected with other thoughts of places other than England like brown who went to Italy and started speaking of other issues. Some went to America and wrote in a combination and how Americas suffer of its own nation and how people did not enjoy this sense of morality. They had this approach to new issues through these ways. They were realistic than the romantics they were realistic because of the nature of life around them and the nature of the writers themselves and their life experiences and the issues of religion and society. 
Moralities, religion, stream of consciousness, hypocrisy and tricky appearances and words, optimism and pessimism, children abuse, human rights, liberty, poverty, self identity, lack of education, slavery and other key words, themes or titles that can describe this age and were used as subject matters of this age works of art. 
Thomas Hardy wrote on this age and everything that happened with all these keywords. As for stream of consciousness they adapted this dramatic monologue. You need to know the poetical and literary features of this age. Lyrics, sonnets, elegy, stream of consciousness all these are key words and you need to know their definitions. Prosperity of this age was literal more than financial. 
Study all the poems we studied of the romantics because I will give you lines to identify the poem then start illustrating. These poems of ‘nightingale’, ‘odes to nightingale’, ‘Simon lee’, Tintern abbey,  'Holy Thursday', ’I wondered lonely as a cloud’,  learn them well because you will have to identify and illustrate. Nature, imagination, creativity , themes of the poem…etc are all important because we covered all the romantics with these poems.
Read and get more knowledge on the Victorians.

Here in this age we found Mathew Arnold with “Dover Beach” where he discussed moral issues and skepticism and the moral values of this age. He is one of the figures of poetry of this age and we will study for him. 
The Victorian age was full of massive information in the actions and events and troubles that was a rich environment for literature and arts. Projects submitted to the parliament to reform or make life better for people at work and for educations and health, many ways to reform the country all this was applied by the government and you need to remember three of these reforms:

· first,  deals with educating children and women having custody of their Childs
· second, deals with women education and enroll in university and be equal to men in their education. The abuse of Childs and its social issues


· Third, the voting which was something for the upper class only then it became for everyone in this age gradually to the middle then later the lower class. 

The British empire was a huge empire at that time that have the idea of colonialism and expanding on the expense of other countries. This had some influence on building some countries. They went there with the name of civilization just as an excuse to colonize.
Transportation was huge at that time to import and export which made a prosperity later in this age and that was reflected also on the industries. 
Epidemics were everywhere and that’s a thing that was fought well by the health care departments of the government. 

In Drama and the dramatic monologue when a character speaks to himself, audience can hear him and according to his narratives or his words alone he would give assumptions and that’s a part of his inner self in the dramatic monologue and that’s why they call it the stream of conciseness or an approach of the stream of conciseness. Novel also flourished in the Victorian period to be equal to poetry. They used elegies and lyrics in their works of art. Victorians found their way through literature by writing on mythologies like Oedipus. Through these myths they achieved the heroic points they wanted to discuss. They used visual images. There was a settlement in the poetry because it was revolutionary to adapt with a new world with a new language and thoughts. 
More details will come up about this age when we start working on its poetry and have some poems.
