GLOSSARY OF POETIC TERMS:
Poetry first year

Couplet: 
2 successive lines, usually in the same meter.
End Rime: 
Rimes that occur at the ends of lines. 
Rime scheme: 
Any fixed pattern of rimes characterizing a whole poem or its stanzas. 
Figure of speech: 
 Any way of saying something other than the ordinary meaning.
Italian (or Petrarchan) sonnet: A sonnet consisting of an octave riming abbabba and of a sestet using any arrangement of two or three additional rimes, such as cdcded or cdecde.
Metaphor:
 A figure of speech in which an implicit comparison is made between two things essentially unlike. It may take one of four forms 
Quatrain: (1) A four – line stanza 
(2) A four – line division of a sonnet marked off by its rime scheme.
Sonnet: A fixed form of fourteen lines, normally iambic pentameter, with a rime scheme conforming to or approximating one of the two main types – the Italian or the English.
 Sestet: (1) A six – line stanza. (2) The last six lines of sonnet structured on the Italian model.
Octave: (1) An eight – line stanza (2) The first eight lines of a sonnet especially one structured in the manner of an Italian sonnet.
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
