The Rime of the Ancient Mariner
Coleridge
Today, we are going to start with Samuel Taylor Coleridge. When we speak about Coleridge, we speak about another outstanding poet who had in fact changed with William Wordsworth the philosophy of English literature. The Romantics have influenced the English literature and poetry in particular after their publication of the Lyrical Ballads. You know that the Lyrical Ballads is a very important volume of poetry. Who can tell me why the Lyrical Ballads is an important volume of poetry in English literature? They say the poetry of the Lyrical Ballads and the poetry after Lyrical Ballads, why? How did poetry change with the Lyrical Ballads? Now, the Lyrical Ballads had started a new style of writing poetry. What was the style?
A student: Simple language; language of a common man. 
The doctor: What else? 
A student: not artificial anymore. 
The doctor: in which way not artificial anymore? How is the style? They started to write poetry in simple language other than that was used in the 18th century. This is one thing. The second point is that they were interested in nature. But this is not a complete answer because even in 18th century and 17th century and 16th century, many poets wrote- about nature. What was different in the Romantics? Which nature they were interested in? 
A student: the landscape 
The doctor:   the wild nature. What else? The landscape only or the nature of man, the nature of man, which man? Common man not sophisticated man. So, they were interested in the nature of the common simple man as a revolt against the sophisticated language of the 18th century poets, of the Neo-classicals and so. They were interested in nature, ( you do not say nature and full stop عشان بعدهم في القرن19 وال20 و لهالحين من أول ما بدأت كتابة الشعر all poets are interested in nature, but their interest was different). They were interested in pure nature; in wild nature. They were interested in the landscape and also in nature of man, which man? The simple common man; the man who is away and not influence by civilizations of cities. Again, he is the simple man who is really connected with nature; so close to nature. They believe that this kind of man who is not influenced by the civilization of city is not corrupted. Why is not he corrupted? Because the man in the city believes that he is corrupted because he behaves according to certain rules. You know, he is not so spontaneous; he is not that man who behaves according to his own nature.

The man is there, people in the village, people near nature. They are so spontaneous and natural, not sophisticated, down-to-earth. Believe me it happens when you tried yourself to work in your garden with your hands, you will feel it, that you will be so down-to-earth. There is an influence, believe me. So, this is the kind of nature which they like. I do not want you to write simple language and then full stop, and nature and then full stop. You have to explain and to compare and contrast and to differentiate them from the other poets who are also interested in nature. Spenser wrote about nature and in 18th century, other poets also wrote about nature, is not it? But which kind of nature? The wide nature because they believe that still is correct. Their point of view was true. It was not wrong of the 18th century, but it was from another angle, they looked at nature that nature also has rules. And nature really has rules. There are rules in nature ما بتجي حاجة قبل حاجة it has certain rules. And they respected these rules and they tried to implement rules on their own lives as well.

So, they looked at nature from another point of view. ) freeكانوا يشوفوا الجزء ال Nature (بال
without, as I told you, the sophistication of the city. So, this is their point of view about nature. So, do not be confused. You will study next semester also some poems which are discussing nature as well. Robert Frost; the American poet, was really interested in nature. This is an American modern poet. All his poems were discussing trees and fruits and so. Did you study “After Apple-Picking” in the first year? 
The student: no, we studied “The Road Not Taken”
The doctor: there are also trees and so and so. Always the element of nature is there in his poetry, but he is not a Romantic at all and he was against the Romantics.  (romanticsطبيعة يعني ) but how they dealt with nature, in which way? Nature for them is their teacher. It was a teacher for the 18th century poets but a teacher of order. For the Romantics was a teacher for simplicity, spontaneity and purity. (So, simple language, interest in nature, but we explained what kind of nature, interest in common man and we said why, why common man who is illiterate and who is not influenced or touched by the civilization of the city). And they were interested in childhood, why? Because the children are innocent. Why are they innocent? Because they are spontaneous, they do not hide facts. They do not act. Another thing about the Romantics? They were interested in imagination as talent. Imagination is a talent for them of course and the way of using their talents and their reason. Reason for them is not logic. They were interested in memories. Memories is very important for them especially Wordsworth, why? For William Wordsworth in particular memory is very important. In fact all his poems were discussing things he remembers from his childhood, from his previous experiences and so on. But it does not mean that he lives on his memoriesانو ما بعيش الحاضر.  You know the difference. He connects between them to learn and he always admits how maturity has changed them.
A student:    he does not have the same feeling when he comes to the place for the second time. He cannot have the same feelings when he was a child. He thought that he comes more mature and his feelings somehow changed.
The doctor:    no, he said the feeling is the same. Do not be confused. He said the feeling is the same. ‘I am still happy and enjoying the place as I was a child’. But he is looking at it from different angle. Then at a first time he was enjoying as a little child who want to play. The feeling is the same but the purpose is different. Then, he was like a child just running and nature was all of all to him. But now he is mature. He is looking at nature as what? As storing new memories, as supplements, as food to his soul in order to use it in bad moods later. This is from another point of view. Now, he is mature, he enjoys nature because it is a nurse. Do not forget these words; a guide for him; anchor. So, it is not the feeling which is changed, but the purpose of enjoying; why he is enjoying. He is happy to have the chance of visit it again because he would have new supplement which he can use for another five years. This is about refreshing our minds about the Romantics in general and William Wordsworth in particular. But this does not mean that all the Romantics have the same characteristics.
A student: do they were interested in solitude?
The doctor: of course, this is a very important element. Why solitude? 
The student: solitude and meditating
The doctor: and why is meditation important for them?
The student: to collect memories.
The doctor: and what else? In order to think over. When you collect something, you think of it over and over again. You learn from it and you try to figure out where are you now. Solitude is important for them in order to have chance to recollect their memories, but more than that to meditate. And meditation is what an activity of the mind. This is why they use their reason. This is how they use their reason. They use their reason in meditating. And meditation and imagination; it is a part of meditation. So, how reason is important for them? Reason for them is not only logic. They went beyond that. They went to another level of using their reason in meditation and imagination. And now we will see how Coleridge used his imagination. If William Wordsworth used his imagination in recollecting really memories in his mind, for Coleridge, he used his mind to imagine super natural things. And we read “The Rime of the Ancient Mariner”, we will find that he speaks about super natural creatures; these creatures which you do not see, but you know that they are there in the world around you. So, this is a kind of imagination. They went beyond nature, as we see, to the super natural. For Coleridge he went to the super natural. William Wordsworth stuck to nature as it is, as he sees it and he meditated, but for Coleridge, he meditated in nature but he went beyondمنسمي بالعربي إلى الماورائيات) .( Nature for Coleridge is very important as it is for Wordsworth , but as I told you, he lives in nature differently. And we read the poem, we will understand more. For Coleridge, simple language is important. He did not stick to it. For Coleridge, in “The Rime of the Ancient Mariner”, he used fake language. For Coleridge also he appreciated a lot William Wordsworth’s poetry and he called him the best poet ever in England and they were friend and they published “The lyrical Ballads” together, but still it does not mean that they have to be the same. Each one of them has his own identity and his own personality and his own way of writing poetry and his own style. They agree on certain points, but they are diverse and they are different in other points.  يبقى كلهم زي بعض)romanticsيعني ما منقدر نقول انهم كلهم ). Even when we come to Kids and Shelly and so, we will find that they are Romantics, but still each one of them has his own personality and his own identity. They belong to the movement in the outer frame, but inside you will find that each one is different. Let us start reading the poem and after that, next lecture, we will comment.
A student: do not you want to speak about the exam?
The doctor:  the questions will not be comment-fully, because I know that you only have an hour. The questions will be part of the poem of course and you comment on a certain point either the theme or the form or the ideas or the characteristics, something like that. You will write two paragraphs on each question, يعني  not so short, not comment-fully so long. You have 30 marks for the exam and 5 for the presentation.
Now, we have the poem ‘The Rime of The Ancient Mariner’ on page 335. You will see that we have a footnote number one on the title and he is reading for himself. I'll not waste time here. He shows you what the origin of his poem is and how they shared the ideas together, he and Wordsworth. The most important thing is the prolonged or the paragraph we call the argument. will the footnote on it. You see the quotation; it is the quotation for another writer. His name is T.Burnet. And he is a philosopher. 
{“I readily believe that there are more invisible than visible Natures in the universe. But who will explain for us the family of all these beings, and the ranks and relations and distinguishing features and functions of each? What do they do? What places do they inhabit? The human mind has always sought the knowledge of these things, but never attained it. Meanwhile I do not deny that it is helpful sometimes to contemplate in the mind, as on a tablet, the image of a greater and better world, lest the intellect, habituated to the petty things of daily life, narrow itself and sink wholly into trivial thoughts. But at the same time we must be watchful for the truth and keep a sense of proportion, so that we may distinguish the certain from the uncertain, day from night.” Adapted by Coleridge from Thomas Burnet. Archaeologiae philosophicae (1692).}
So, this is a quotation from another philosopher. It was written in 1692 about supernatural creatures, which are invisible. We do not know about them. We try to think and we use our mind in order to imagine and meditate and so but never attain until now. We do not know. So, the poem as you see it will deal such kind. And these are a part of nature or not? Yes. A part of world or not? Yes.

Now, the story of the poem, it is good .أنك تفوتي على أي موقع و تقراي القصة تبعها  It is seas man who was on board of a ship sailing across the Atlantic. And the weather was good. All of a sudden a strong wind came and blew out and drew them to the south, to the sudden southern pole where the place is uninhabited; no creatures there, no human beings, no plants, no animals and so, and only ice and mountains of ice and so. Then, a big sea bird came. They saw a sea bird. They were really cheerful about seeing it because it is a sign of life, because they felt that they are lifeless men, they cannot survive. When they saw the bird they believe that because of course birds do not fly so away from an inhabitant places. So, it was a sign of life for them. So, they thought that it is a Christian holly symbol. The bird used to come to the ship everyday to play with the sailors and eat with them; to take food. One day this sailor shot the albatross (he does not tell us why and how) and he killed it. Now, the other sailors blame him for killing it because they believe that it is a sign of good luck. After few days, because mist and clouds came, they said well it is that you killed it because this albatross led us to this place. After the weather became so worse and bad and no one to move
 تخيلو السفن الشراعية تبع زمان يلي بتمشي بس بقوة الرياح )) . They cannot move it because it is very heavy without the wind itself. So, what happened is that they were stuck in one place. They could not move and we will read now the beautiful description of that sailor. They started to blame him again because now they are out of food, out of water, and they do not have any supplements, no food and nothing. So, they do not have any supplies which can help them to survive. They felt that the soul of the albatross was following them for all these days. Why was he in such a situation? Now, they are hungry and more than hungry; they were thirsty. People can live a longer time without food, but they cannot live without water. Now, he describes how their lips are dry. Now, the sun is very hot to increase their feelings of thirst and they do not even have the energy to speak to each other. All of sudden he saw something on the horizon. It is coming bigger; it is coming nearer and nearer. He could not speak. He bit his hand in order to suck blood; in order to wet his lips to be able to speak. Now, they were happy but they could not even scream because they could not speak. But what was it? When it became nearer and nearer, they figured that it is not a ship; it is something like a dream, like a nightmare, it is a soul or it is death in life coming to take their lives; or death in the shape of an ugly woman. And the sailors one after one fell dead; they did not have time even to sigh. They fell but with eyes often looking at him and blaming and cursing him. He says I could not die. He wished to die (but I could not die), and seven days and nights on board of the ship with those dead bodies around him looking and staring at him. Now, the dead bodies around him for seven days and nights and worms starting to come to crawl and the ship is standing still in the middle of the ocean, no sign of life around him. Even the water; the ocean, is like a painted ocean. And what else? It is like oil. All of a sudden one night, under the light of the moon and the reflection of the light on the sea, he looked on the water and he saw some sea snakes. منظر مقرفWhy do you think he was pleased? Because it is a sign of life. And at the same he saw beauty in this appearance. And he thought that the greatness of God created these beautiful things. At this time exactly in that moment the wind started as if dryness was not on the lips only, dryness in the soul. He said before I could not even pray to God; I tried but I could not, dryness in the heart and the feeling. You see how it is religious! Now, at the same moment he could بس بخيالو he did not utter anything, he did not speak but بنيتو من جوا he praised God when he saw these ugly creatures. The wind started to blow and souls came into the bodies of the dead, not the souls of the dead bodies but others souls, and move them to work in the ship كل واحد في مكانو as they used to work before to move the ship. They came to tell him sail and go back to his homeland. The is a punishment for him. Killing the albatross خلاه ميت بالحياة. You know death in life is more painful to be really dead. After that as the poem says that this mariner since then, first of all when he reached land the first one he saw was a religious man; he called him a hermit. And he tries to speak and to tell his story to the hermit hoping that this hermit will help him to ask forgiveness; to help him to be able to pray to God to ask forgiveness for this killing the albatross. When he confessed to the hermit, he felt that the albatross which is the burden on his neck and on his shoulders fell and sank into the sea. When he confessed, he felt relieved. So, after then his destiny is that whenever he meets people he would tell the story to make people learn from him; from his own experience.بس مش كل الناس he says when I meet certain people. in the beginning of the poem you will find that he meets three men going to a wedding party; wedding ceremony. He stops one of them. Look at the superstition again that he feels when he meets certain people; specific people, chosen people. He would choose him to tell him his story may be because that man needs to hear it. This is the whole poem. It is very easy; this is why I told you the story, so that we can follow out with the minds.
