    Civilization : it was  not originally an English word, but it came from France. In France, it was used with different meaning, different senses "connotations". In France it was used in legal system to indicates legal connotations. "the judicial system" . it was used to describe a certain types of cases. It was used to describe a civil cases.

Def: it's used in the legal system to describe a certain cases that are different  in nature from others, in particular civil cases. 

- by the end of the 17th century , the word arrived to England . when the word travel from one place to another , they usually changes in meaning . as the timing change the word. 

Culture : it came from germany and introduced to England in       .the word culture is  "abstract " which related to intellectuality . 

While civilization ; its term deals with material things.

1 Hastings took place , in which it was a landmark in English history .

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- In the beginning of the 11th century ; England was ruled by Edward the confessor , and because he became all the way from France "Normandy ' and because he was a childless he seriously started to look for a successor.

-   In 1051 , Edward invited duke William of Normandy , he came all the way  across the channel from Normandy in order to discuss with him the issue of being his successor . eventually , William claimed that Edward has promised him to be his successor, although there was no document signed by Edward proofing William word's. 

- By 1066, Edward the confessor passed out. 

       Therefore , William of Normandy claimed his right to be the king of England . during that time , the English people had a strong nationalistic 
Sense .   so the idea of having a foreigner king wasn’t accepted at all .


   - Earl of wessex,  Harold was a powerful and ambitious , not because of his family  only but also because years ago he stopped the attack of the Walsh  earl . he objected the idea of having William of Normandy as the new king of England . as he was supported by other earls and elite "prominent people" . 

- Harold was never crowned as a king.

- in fact ,  for both neither  Harold wasn’t chosen as  a successor , nor William had a written document proofs that Edward promised him to be his successor . 

    - Harold built on his reputation on his defeated of the Walsh earl along with his army . 

    - on the 20th of October 1066, while Harold was preparing to claim himself as the king , the news reached him that Hardrada is tempting to invade England . they were crossing the northern part of England .  so they sailed from  Norway to the northern part of England  with 300 ships which were     full of soldiers .  ----hardrada= the severe .    

- Harold sent his two brothers along with the army to the northern border to fight the Norse men .  unfortunately , the army couldn’t defeat this invasion. 


- Harold main while wasn’t crowned as a king because he was busy cleaning . then he went to the north to fight Hardrada and he killed him.
While he was in the north fighting Hardrada , the news got him that William of Normandy was crossing the channel and he was about to land in England . so Harold took the mountain section of army only  with him for the sake of hastening .
  The distance between the north border and the southern borders is 250 
   Miles. 
	



- by the time Harold and his army reached the southern border , they found the Norman army already camped at Hastings.  Hastings is a hillish  
Area , its elevated piece of land . 

- Norman didn’t only camped there but also they dug around Hastings .
Why? Because the Norman were afraid that Hardrada would defeat Harold and he would surround the southern part. 

	


- but when William received   the news it was   that Harold defeat Hardrada and he was on his way to William .

1 . physical element.

1 . physical factor of the English army, which is the effort they made to go from north to the south , while the Norman didn’t make any effort on the contrary they were well prepared. 

2 . planning and readiness , France was far more advanced then the English. As well as the French army is more advanced then the English one. And far more larger with advanced weapons. 
For Norman ; their army is made of cavalries. While the English one consist of thanes ,peasants ,and rustics. Whom were fighting with "dart" . not to mention that the numbers of the Norman army was much larger.	Comment by User: Make sure of the word
 

3 . weather factor , William when he sailed from cale over to cross the channel to Hastings . the wind blew from the south to the north which helped the movement of William's ships to arrive on the English shore. At  the same time this wind only slow Harold's army down and made their movement more difficult . however , this factor effect the English spiritual moral since  they were superstitious  as they considered it an omen .


4 . the spiritual – William before fighting the English , he sought the most elaborated patronage whom is the Pope of Rome .  so the Pope gave him St.Peter  banner. So  This uplifted the Norman spirit ,on the other hand , it took the English spirit down . which verified how much they were superstitious and religious at the same time. 


-   when William reached London , he was crowned as the king of England .
Where? At Westminster palace . in 25th of December 1066 . 


And the 25th of December respond with the Christmas day which indicates William sense of religion . 
- although he became the king of England but he stayed at Normandy .
- Harold battle with Hardrada was completely ironical in the way that he cleaned the northern border for William of Normandy .

- when William started to roll England , he didn’t change anything he just took over the judicial system. But he left the affairs to be conducted "or to be run "by the native officials ,those who served the confessor.
  
- there were many   uprisings which started from 1067-1075.why? 
Because of a- nationalistic  sense and b- his opration . because of these reasons people rebel against William and it was quite epidemic .
- William established a new upper class when he started the feudal system. 

-William has been taken down  all the uprising by the Norman army . 
But in 1071, 
- the greatest uprising ever  took place in the up north especially in Yorkshire . when the English people talked to the Danish king  and offered him money to come over and fight William of Normandy . but  when William realized how much its affect ,he dealt with it by crashing the northern part of England . after the slaughter , William acquired  the title William the conqueror . after this uprising he recruited  English people  to fight with Norman army. The last uprising was at 1075, but it wasn’t great as the one in 1071. And who investigate it ; were English and Norman.
