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When Bishop Roger turned the Exchequer into a meeting , this meeting used to be held twice a year once on Easter day  and second meeting will be at Michael mass in which those two dates are coincide with equinox. However, this doubled the revenue of the royal treasury.  

King Henry 1st  introduced 1- Exchequer .
 2- he further tightened his rule over the affairs that got in England .
William Rufus was already tough , so Henry maintained the same level of adoptions, in addition to interrelation among the baronage.     He introduced precept= a sum  in order. In which it was the first time in England to have a written precept that was in Henry's time. However, he based his precept within the function of  government issue by introducing written precept called writs.   These writs are usually wax sealed in order to ensure the security of the information sent by the king. The idea of writs were used by the Romans. 
Also, Henry improved the judicial system. Before Henry's time , the baronage who would be called sheriff as well would be sold the position and  they have a judicial authority as  they had the  right to trail peasant people. But Henry improved the judicial system and had curia Regis  which is a holy court . the  member are king, prelate, and prominent people , and baronage. Type of cases= only complexity between barons "nobles " . the sense of justice is coming  from the king , because he is fount of justice.  

The curia Regis has no specific time to be held in. however, there is another kind of courts which is the popular court .
They are existed in :
                  1 – shires= held once in month.
                  2 – hundreds = held every 3 weeks.  


In these courts the issues of non Nobel  people. Usually courts made of many suitors = sub-tenants. And it is presides by the bishop and sheriff or the tenant in chief. The members are the court suitors the under tenants. 
And the sense of justice is taken from immemorial custom. Where did the suitors and sheriffs lived? They are the king officials who  were roaming all over the country checking the popularity and have the authority to change the building. 
In case , the cases see in this courts haven't   solved they  refer it  to the curia Regis. 
The 3rd type of courts:
The baronial court= held within  the estate by the baron himself. And he is the figure to decide whether it is right or wrong and anyone caught by the felony of theft would be handed away. 

The classes of the society:
When they classified the people  in England 
1 – people who fought .
2-       ''            ''          prayed.= chapters
3 -      ''          ''          laboured.

People who fought :
They are the knights. Two types of knights

Landed    knights                  	    	Ordinary knights 




Landed knights = owned pieces of lands over time , those landed knights they have  lost the military character and by time they turned to country gentry.  

Over lord= is the king
During the reign of William Rufus and Henry 1st , the king would grant estates to his followers and in return they would supply the king with knights. The knight would serve the king for whole 44 days a year. In addition to this forty the king will be in charge to provide everything to the knights plus his payment. Therefore, king Henry and Rufus started to recruiting a mercenary troops= by the 2nd half of the 12th c. mercenary replaced knights. 
By recruiting the mercenary , they proved to be professional as a knight and they permanent and are kept in wagons and their wagon are not expensive as the money spent on a knight  when he fight.  So they start recruiting only mercenary because it proved to be less expensive to the country treasury.  Henry decided not to have knights in his army and the knight were exempted by mercenary troops. 
Now , the tenant –in-chief ,instead of supplying the king of knights. The king imposed shield levy. = a taxation which was more than what the king spent on the mercenary ,and this increased the revenue of the treasury. 

Among the knights there are classes, the highest class is called hauberk in which they were considered the best. These knights wasn’t exempted from the army and they were in call ,ready to respond whenever the king calls. Also , the king exempted them from paying the taxes.   

The knighthood as a  military aspect started to  disappeared at the end  of  the 12th c. and remain as a social aspect only. Because they were replaced by the mercenary troops.

People who labored:
First:
The feudal system of society in necessity states the existence of certain people. The barons don’t pay in cash but instead they offers land for their subs to have a standard bearer= holding land in serjeanty.  So the standard bearer is given payment by the baron to be his  standard bearer. And there is esquires= are people who hold the arms of the barons. Also, there are butlers and ushers and all of them are been offered lands in his manor house for their service with the baron.  And these position are often heredity.  	Comment by User: حامل الراية
 
Second:
The peasant =
A . villeins= legally not free, and work at the baron's demesne with no return. They are called serves. 	Comment by User: خدم
b. sokemen = free peasant and hold land in socage and in return they give the baron agricultural services. Also, they would work 3 to 4 days a week in the baron's demesne and call it a week work. 


In certain seasons like winter ploughing ,spring sowing  they need continuant work  call it boon work. 
By the end of the 12th c. it was accepted by the barons to take money instead of the agricultural services.






Now moving from the countryside to townsmen = burgerses. mostly made of merchants and craftsmen. 	Comment by User: الحضر
Merchant : when we  talk  about  them we have to talk  about  the economy   in England. The historian argued that right from the 12th c. England economy has ceased to be agricultural. It rely on trade and commodities . and the prominent industry in England was wool. Especially the eastern part of England became a centre for the  marketing  and industry and textile industry. 
Wool as industry :
Shaving the wool by the peasants, then comb it and weave it and spin it then fulling it.  
Even the English wool became recognized by the name of towns where it has  manufactured. 

England in known for the advanced industry where there is a labour division = a concept that England were a head from other countries. 
 Every stage of making the wool have its group of people (dyers, combers, spinners, weavers, fullers). And they formed their own guild. To regulate the offer and demand  and control the prices and maintain the financial right .	Comment by User: society
The Dyers= the wealthiest among people , because most of their material are imported from overseas. 
Most of the weavers and fullers were not English but they were Flemings. 






The traders who trade goats are mostly from  Italy or  Rhineland  or lowland  despite the tolls but they still sell the goats. 
Markets:
Most of the trades takes place in seasonal fairs  and there are smaller markets that are held in the demesne of the baron but they are weakly markets. Sometime, to encourage the trading market some barons offered their Denizens= are the native people of the estate ,sot the baron won't take toll from the denizens.

         1135-1154
Before the war Henry 1st lost his own son. So he  would leave England without a nominated successor. He gathered all the baronage and made them under oath to have his grandson as successor. So he married his daughter Maud to the count Anjou=another estate of France next to Normandy. When Henry died at 1135, his successor Henry 2nd  was only 5 years old, so his mother Maud asked to rule England although she was in Anjou for 20 whole years yet she claimed her son right. But the baronage they didn’t do as they swear because they wanted to indulge into  a private wars therefore, it was called the year of anarchy. So the baronage start to expand their lands and increasing their revenue. Therefore, the baronage dismissed Maud claiming that because the women have not the right to rule a country , but reality to maintain this anarchy. 
Soon as a reaction count of Anjou attack Normandy , and it was no longer under the rule of England. 
And the one who ruled England was Henry's nephew Steven 1st  and Maud's cousin. So when Steven claimed his right to rule England , bishop of Winchester his own brother supported him. In which Winchester have the royal treasury. And supported by most of baronage in London , later he supported by the pope himself. 
During the years of anarchy when Normandy were separated from England wars occurs for a whole 19 years, then count of Anjou crossed the channel to be defeated by English people. And it last till king Steven lost his only son. So Steven sent a military march expedition to Normandy but it drowned then he lost any intention of having the kingdom. So Steven negotiate with count of Anjou and his son Henry 2nd to reign both countries in joint , till 1154 when Steven died and Henry 2nd was only 15 he ruled both England and Normandy. 
Henry 2nd who was very rough , he maintain everything as it was but increased the writs. He ordered that every issue write has to be duplicate kept  at west minister. So everything regarding the government is being documented. 
Before the death of Henry 2nd , French king claimed back the right of Normandy and Anjou. And when he didn’t respond ,the French king sent his own troops to take them back. Henry 2nd died in defeat trying to take back Normandy and Anjou.
Richard 1st ''lion heart'',   Henry 2nd son, he spent his first half of his life in the 3rd crusade in Jerusalem. When he came back he was captured by the king of Austrian in order to get ransom. So they gathered money out of taxation and gave it to the Austrian king and was set free, by the time Richard came he was corrupted. He sold sheriffdom , he would of sold London if there was a bidder. To increase money to take back Normandy ,however, he failed.
