We talked about Queen Elizabeth engaging in many quarrelers with her members of the parliament about marriage, because the best claimer to the English throne was Mary of Scots who was catholic and married to the French king. This would make England another part of French empire. 
Mary married Francis the Second. He remained the king of France for less than one year, but he passed out. She was a widow at the age of 18. Scotland, during the absence of Mary of Scots, was ruled by the regent, her mother. 
Scotland is very close to England. It will be influenced and affected by the upheavals that were going on in England. John Knox went back to Scotland. A group of Protestants who wanted the reforms in the church and the gathered themselves in a party that was political and military. This party was called The Congregation. It was led by John Knox and it was and it has a military dimension, so the Protestants led by this party were against the queen, the regent.
 A clash happened in Scotland between the Catholics and the Protestants. The Protestants were led by the Party of Congregation which was led by John Knox with his Calvinist ideas. It was a civil war. The regent, whose daughter has just got married to the French king, sought the help from France. France sent troops and ammunitions. 
Queen Elizabeth hated wars, so she didn’t want to participate in this, but she was pressed by members of the parliament. The members of the parliament were very much aware of the threat of this Franco-Scottish alliance. Under the pressure of her parliament, she yielded to them. France is far more advanced than England. Soon she took the decision to send the aid to the Protestant rebels in Scotland. They defeated the French troops. In 1560, they signed The Treaty of Edinburgh. 
According to this treaty signed by Queen Elizabeth and the regent in Scotland:

· All French troops would leave Scotland.

· Queen Elizabeth would be accepted as the queen of Scotland. 
For the first time, Scotland and England were ruled by one single monarch. After the leave of the French troops, The Congregation took over. They started their own mass in England. They severed all ties with Rome.
Mary of Scots became a widow at the age of 18. After the death of her husband, it was time for her to leave to Scotland. She didn’t like the situation in Scotland, because she was Catholic. At the beginning, she wanted to strengthen her claim to the English throne. 

She married one of her cousins. His name was Henry Stuart [Lord Darnley]. She married him, not because she fell in love with him, but she chose him for four reasons: 

· He was Catholic

· He was the descendant of Margaret of Tudor.

· He was an English subject. He fled England because of the execution of the Catholics.
· He has a right to the English throne. If they confined their claim, this would strengthen their claim to the English throne. 
Soon she discovered Lord Darnley's worthlessness. He was not a good husband; she was not happy with him. Therefore, she took her Italian secretary as her lover. This act will lead her husband to avenge. They killed him brutally. Soon the war revived between the Catholics and the Protestants in Scotland. She suppressed the Protestants. Her brother was Protestant, he led one group.  She was taken as a captive in one of the Lakers. She managed to escape to confront her brother who led the Protestants. She was defeated. 
She married another guy. He was protestant, but she seduced him. He was called Bothwell. She was deposed as a Queen. Her father declared her son James VI as the king of Scotland. Scotland is a Prospetarian state. She fled after the defeat. She went to Indian. She was a threat. She was taken as a prisoner. One of the royalists kept her in his own castle. She seduced him. 
There was a conspiracy against the reign of Queen Elizabeth. This conspiracy was led by Lord Norfolk. The news of this conspiracy reached William Cecil. William Cecil created a very strong network of spies. Soon he killed lord of Norfolk. The conspiracy started in 1569, and it was put down in 1570. Because Cecil discovered the conspiracy, she gave him the title of Lord Burghley. 

There was another conspiracy. Mary of Scots was the centre of this conspiracy. It was discovered. This conspiracy was to assassinate Queen Elizabeth at the hand of one of Mary of Scots' followers. This was in 1571. 

The reaction of Queen Elizabeth towards the second conspiracy: 

After the execution of Lord of Norfolk, they killed 800 of the rebels in the Northern part. Queen Elizabeth imposed heavy fines on the people of the north and confiscated their land. She could tolerant anything but the treason. After 15 years in captivity, Mary of Scots was eventually executed. She was tried and found guilty. She was accused of treason; therefore she was to be beheaded. 
Counter-Reformation

In the whole continent of Europe, there was a movement that was called the Reformation. As a reaction, there was another movement that was called Counter-Reformation. It was conducted by the church in Rome. It was led by the Pope in Rome. Many people were converting to Protestantism. This was a threat to the church in Rome. To stop this conversion, they held a council called the Council of Trent. It was on and off from 1542- 1556. The members of this council were the pope and the cardinals [the clergymen in order in Rome]. 
· The first thing they addressed in this council is the corruption of the Roman church that provoked reaction against it. 

· They founded Society of Jesus. It was a military society with a great amount of discipline. It was recognized by its obedience to the Pope himself. It was founded first at the hands of a Spanish officer. His name was Ignatius of Loyola. One of his sayings is "If the church defines anything that seems to us white to be black, we should at once say that it is black". The members of this society are called the Jesuits [soldiers of Christ]. It was amazing in its order and discipline that it reached even china and Japan. 

· They established another organization that was called the Inquiry OR Inquisition. Inquisition is to persecute the non-catholic people. Ferdinand and Isabel persecuted the Muslims and the Jews in Spain. 
· The pope issued a book called The Index. This book is a black list on which come all the books that his followers are not supposed to read.
Why didn’t Prince Philip intervene to stop the Protestants and wage a war against Queen Elizabeth? He was evoked by the Catholics but he was reluctant. When they heard what she did to the northern people, the pope excommunicated and deposed her as the queen of England in 1570.  

Almost all Protestants moved to Netherlands. It was part of the Spanish empire. The inquisition started, but the results of the inquisition in Netherlands were not as satisfactory as it was in Spain. On the contrary, the Dutch and the Flemish people were given the cause to rise against the Spanish rule. Prince of Orange led the resistance. He was called William the Silent. He rose and led the Protestants rebels against the Spanish inquisition.  

Queen Elizabeth aided protestant rebels in the Netherlands; she allowed them to attack the Spanish ships. They used Dover to attack the Spanish ships coming to the Netherlands. Who attacked from Dover was called sea beggar or sturdy beggar. Sturdy Beggars are the protestant repels who came away from the Netherlands to attack the Spanish ships from the English Dover.  
The southwest of France looks over the English canal, so most of the southwest in France was protestant. Protestants were called Huguenots in France. They showed an interest in Protestantism. To stop this interest for fear of conversion, they waged a war against the Protestants. The French the French war of religion started and lasted for 30 whole years. This was a result of the counter-Reformation. In France, the Huguenots got into a war with the Catholics who wanted to cut them off from France. 
One of the measures that were taken by the Pope was that he set up a college for Catholic British men. This college recruited machineries who were ready to turn into martyrs. They were taught and sent back to Britain in secret. They were sent to England to assassinate the queen and to create disturbance in England.
