16th century had witnessed great change in European .
Renaissance started in Italy in the 14th century. It had moved to England in the late 15th, beginning of the 16th century.
· This is the general frame of our poetry course.

These changes in religion, literature- with human, with the mentalityعقلية of the people in general under these two currentsتيارات - whether the literary or the religious current- the writers were thinking and writing under the influence تأثيرof certain ideas. These ideas were not only literary ideas, ideas dealing with human relationships, human future or present; it even deals with religion when it comes to reformationالإصلاح.

· Renaissance

· Humanism

· Reformation 
Renaissance means revivalإحياء, rebirth in religion and in literature. From this revival, as reasons for this revival, we are having changes in humanism or the human attitude towards literature.

· Read the introduction to the 16th century in your anthology
There is listing قائمةof main events that had taken place in the 16th century. 

· 16th century dating from 1485 till 1603 
· It started with the succession توليةof Henry VIII. It starts with Henry VIII acknowledges يعلن himself the head supremeالرأس الأكبر on earth. بدأ بتغيير الوضع السياسي و انتهي بتغيير وضع ديني . The Church was following thee Catholic Church in Rome. He established أسسthe Angelical Church in England. 
People started to read more in religion and in the classical books. Out of this reading, it happened a kind of enlightenmentتنوير. From this, they started feeling their position in the world. They started to change to become independentمستقل. They had their own power. The most influentialمؤثر power is religion.

Henry VIII started by giving himself the titleلقب- the Supreme Head on Earth, of the English Church.  Then he moved to announce يعلنthe independence استقلالof the English church from Rome, to cut offيقطع علاقات relation with the Roman Catholic change.  

              With the Renaissance, with the humanism, with a lot of reading, they started feeling the importanceأهمية of publication using the English language. Their main language was Latin. English language was not number one in their society. Only the educated people were able to read and communicate يتواصلwith the other cultures. Others were only receiving instructions from others- including the Bible. They were not able to read the bible. 

       At that time, they had new access مدخلto the Bible, reading, translatingيترجم, understanding, discussing. There was a new spirit that had started at that time changing everything mainly literature.  

All these changes on all levels made a change in their own attitude towards themselves and towards the others. It resulted in the publication of " …………………… "One of the famous books at that time. It was the first publication of a book in English which had never happened.
· then we have the succession of Queen Elizabeth I in the middle of the ageوجودها أعطى للعصر كله صبغة.

 England started to become a big power. It started to have relations with other countries. England started to assure their security. يضمن الأمان
· the Building of the theatre 

The theatre was moveable from one place to the others. Small groups of actors were moving , performing يعرضtheir plays in the gardens , in universities, palaces of V. I. Ps .

Now, in the 16th century, there was an established building for theatrical performanceعرض مسرحى. Their attitude towards drama and play writing changed a lot. The play writing helped in changing people by watching these plays, receiving new ideas, start thinking with themselves, comparing what is around and what they dreamt of. This establishing of the theatre changed a lot the ordinary people's attitude.

The English people were able to defeat their country against Spain. it gave them a sense of superiority and security.

[You have to know these definitions] 
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       Humanism and reformation are two main currentsتيار in the 16th century under the umbrella of the Renaissance=the general current in the revival that came over all Europe. It resulted in the change in literature and in religion. As an outcomeنتيجة, people started to read, gates were opened widely for them to know of the world and to read. As an outcome of this reading, they started having a new attitude, taken from other cultures, from the classical books. It resulted in Humanism and Reformation. This reformation is quite clear in the fact that they had their own independent church, they had their own Bible. Before, it was not allowed for common people to have or to read in the Bible. Only the elite صفوةpeople from the church had access to the Bible. They used to read it and give the people the information that they wanted. The Bible was kept in Latin for this purposeلهذا الغرض. They did not want people to have an access to the Bible, not to know religion, not to know their rightsحقوق. That is why they kept the Bible in their hands, in Latin, that the people will never have access to the bible.

With this revival, all the classical books, people started reading.
                  You have to know the historical and cultural changes in the century that resulted in نتج عنهthe change in literature. 
We need to know 

· What is a sonnet? 
· How the Italian sonnet came to England? It was the result of the revival= reading the classical books, having access to the other worlds. Some people started to communicate with other culturesثقافات. It started to begin new trends in literature and in poetry in particularبوجه خاص. One of these trendsاتجاهات is the sonnet. 

It was called the Italian- Petrarchan sonnet that had its mood , the writer of the sonnet must enjoy certain mood, writing according to certain rulesقوانين. Gradually بالتدريجthis sonnet acquired the mood of the English writer. According to the changing of the mood, there is changing in the style and vision.

Shakespeare is the one who is responsible for مسئول عنthis change. We have the Shakespearian or the English Sonnet.
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With the Italian mood, we usually have a lover who is complaining, who is happy with this complain, who is enjoying his pain for the sake of his lover, he is acting as a slave of this master. This is the relation= the man is the slave, the woman is the master. This is the love relation shape in the Italian sonnet- compassionate. 

This sonnet was brought to England. First it was translated. They translated only the language not the feeling. The feeling was still Italian. Gradually, they changed the feeling, the emotion, and the human attitude. It started to become completely English, strict, more decent, less passionate. المزاج الايطالي مغرق في العاطفية و المزاج الانجليزي الذي يعبر عن تحدي في مشاعر المحب
We are going to study the romantic epic; the epic that has a love story involved- "Fairy Queen"

Epic is a very long poem dealing with heroes أبطالin adventuresمغامرات. 

The romantic epic involves human relationships rather than worriesمحارب. It involves a kind of criticism or satire, dealing with certain problems in the society- hypocrisyنفاق for example- 

The epic should have an aim. It should involve great ideas. 

In "Fairy Queen" the poet is referring يشير الىto his great country, he is dealing with Queen Elizabeth. 

Fairy= beautiful

Fairy like in mystery tales- mysterious- dealing with imagination-

 It deals with people leaving in the wilderness, country side.

Q- What is the Renaissance?
The Renaissance is the period فترة زمنيةfollowing the Middle Ages in European history. 

Renaissance as a term means revival احياءor rebirth started in Europe- mainly Italy- in the late 14th century. It is a vital حيوي flowering ازدهار of arts and sciences accompanied by thrilling مثيرchanges in religious and philosophical thoughtsأفكار فلسفية. 
Humanism is the re-reading of all the classical texts. 

From the religious thoughts comes the reformation . 
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Humanism started- came over England during the Renaissance that started in Italy in the middle of 14th century.  It came to England at the end of 15th century. 

Q- What changes came over England that led to reformation? 

· The religious changes when Henry VIII announcedأعلن the English church as an independent مستقلchurch from the Catholic Church in Rome. 

· Martin Luther King brought some changes to England.

· The defeat هزيمةof the Spanish Armada helped the English to gain confidence and independenceكسب الثقة و الاستقلال.

The Renaissance is the rereading إعادة قراءةof all the classical books in the western literatureالأدب الغربي.  They went back to it and started rereading it. Out of this came the humanism. Parts of these books that they read were religious books. Out of this came the Reformation Movement. 

One if the boundariesحواجز- حدود that they broke at that time were the boundary حاجز اللغةof the language.

The English language was not superior at that time in schools where they study. With the confidence الثقةthey gained, with the coming of the printing pressاكتشاف الطباعة, encouraged the people to read more. The books were availableمتاح for wider range نطاق أوسعof public readers. Before that time, the printing books were only available for the elitesالنخبة- الصفوة.  There were very little copies as they were written by hands before the printing press. With the printing press there were more books to be read. Before that time, only few people knew how to read.  Many people started to read as the result of the improvement تطورof schools. People began to gain more confidence ثقةin their own language. They started using their own language. Even the bible, there were limited محدودcopies for limited people in the church. It was read and interpretedيترجم. The Bible was switchedيغير- يحول to fit the men of power. 
 with the improvementتطوير of teaching, with the gain of confidence, with the independence of the church, all these drastic changesتغيرات كبيرة that came to England at the end of the 15th century and the beginning of the 16th century, every thing was changing in England-on the level of the social affairsالشئون الاجتماعية, on the level of political affairsالشئون السياسية and on the level of the religious affairs.

The Bible after being translated into English, it became available for the English people in their own language. They started to have accessesمدخل to the Bible. The church now became their own church that was announced أعلنتby Henry VIII. Because of the reformation Billقانون الاصلاح that was announced by Martin Luther King.

 The entire environment at that time made it possible for people to have better access to the bible.
Even on the religious level, there was a change. Policyالسياسة changed as a result. The quality of life also had changed- there was also mechanism الميكنة
All these changes can be seen in the mirror of the society that is literature. All the books that were read in the renaissance were the triggerانطلقت- بدأت of what was being written. In the Renaissance, they read all the classical books of Homer, Virgil, Sophocles- all the old books plus the Bible. 

The Renaissance provided the people with topicsمواضيع and modelsنماذج to follow to refresh ينعشtheir imagination. It helped them to write. There were new types in literature to write on. Their eagernessشغف for learning made them to dig down in all the literature of the world. So, they got their interest in human. Man is the most important issue in their literature. 

Spiritualروحاني, intellectual عقلي and social issues were being brought into question. 

The side that deals with intellectuality is related متعلق بto humanism. The side related to spirituality is related to religion- reformation.

At that time, there was that conflict صراعbetween the Catholic and the Protestants. There was a classical clashصدام, struggle between these two sectorsطائفتين. Both are Christians. 

Reformation= to improve يطورthe quality of life of people through the church.

The key note of this conflict is the Bible. 

      The conflict sometimes causes some changes. People are digging يحفرfor their rights as human beings- this Humanism- new interest in the human and at the same time it improved the church, to improve the quality of life of people on the religious and social level. When people become religious and socially comforted, it resulted in the flourish ازدهارof literature.

Books are there, church was under control. They began to have different issues to write about. More people were outside England, reading, coming back, bringing new knowledge, intellectual entertainmentتسلية , writing under the light of this new literature brought from outside, adding to it the use of the language of the society, details about the society and discussing the issues of their own society- including تشملtheir religious spiritual side plus the political side. It was the current of that age. It never stopped until it gradually changed the whole society. Literature is the mirror of all these currentsتيارات- Humanism- Reformation. 
Historical Background:
In the 16th century, there were two main events, the coming of the Tudor Family- the end of the Tudor family was the end of the age- and Martin Luther King with the Reformation.

America was discovered by Christopher Clomps. It was a great discoveryاكتشاف. England, Rome, France and Portugal started to fight each other to conquerيقهر the new place. 

The discovery of America- the new found land was a new issueقضية. The English after the defeat of the Spanish Armada was full of the zest نشوةof power. It was the most powerful country at that time- independentمستقل- confidentواثق. they were ready to fight over the new found land.  The Puritans- a new sectطائفة from the Protestants- were not satisfied غير راضىabout the religious and the social state in England, started to emigrate يهاجرfrom England and they settled استقرin America. 

    By the discovery of America at the end of the 16th century, the problem of slaveryالعبودية was coming out. It was another social issue- the issue of slavery. They enslaved استعبدthe native peopleسكان الأرض الأصليين. They owned the land and the people of the land. It was a new subject to be spoken about. 
    Another discovery was the new road across the sea رأس الرجاء الصالحwhich connected Africa with Europe. It helped the trade to flourishازدهار التجارة. 

These two discoveries were two important events in England. 

It opened new channels for England and the whole world to a new land. England was the greatest power all over the world. This power was reflected انعكستon literature. There were new subjects to write about. So, literature flourishedازدهر.

The Defeat of the Spanish Armada:

There was a war between England and Spain to divide يقسمthe world. Without war, the wind helped the English to defeat يهزمthe Spain. The Spanish army was defeated by a disease مرضrather than the power of the English people.  

The people started showing loyalty إخلاص-ولاءto Queen Elizabeth. They started obeyingطاعة, loving, and believing in Queen Elizabeth. People were not sure when she succeeded her father what kind of life they will live under the queen. It was a short time when she gained their love and trustثقة. During her reign, England was flourishing- even in literature.
In the 16th century, they started to translateيترجم many books from Latin and wrote many books about the changes in England. They started to think of the human being as an individual فردnot as groups of people. They started to believe that Man is the centre of all activities. They started thinking, questioning and dealing with the issue of Man. 

The English were occupied with the new Angelical church rules. 

The first stage was to read classical books and the second stage was to write their own books. They had an example, access to great books, the possibility to write, the freedom to express themselves, so the whole environmentبيئة was ready and suitableمناسبة for writing. 
In the Renaissance, they learnt from the Greek and Roman, borrowing يقترضfrom abroad to create their own mind. It resulted in a kind of information. They did not only imitateيقلد. But they started to have their ideas. They started to be proud of themselves and of their nationality. They started to read and translate from Arabic books. 
Travelling of people, exploring اكتشافnew ideas and new culturesحضارات, literatures brought new ideas in writing poetry.  

Reformation: is a religious movement. One of the aims of the reformation is to go back, to restoreيسترد, and to bring back pure Christianity. It was not pure now because it was changed, interpreted يفسرin different term by people of the church at that time, when the bible was only at the hands of the church people. Their church was the supreme church on earth- according to Henry VIII who settled this down. 

They started to give people more space to reach the religious books- mainly the Bible and they had people who had interest in the human being as individuals. So, they were on a better position on the religious level. 

We can not talk about Humanism and Religious Reformation separately. We have to touch on reformation when we talk about Humanism. One of them encouraged شجعthe other to flourish. 
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He is one of the prominent بارزcultural مثقفfigures in England at that time. He is responsible forمسئول عن bringing the sonnet to England and to translate it, to make it a new literary form in England.

 A sonnet is a poem of 14 lines. 

We have two types of sonnets:

· The Italian sonnet: it is of a very simple divisionتقسيم; 8 lines= octave and 6 lines= the sestet. It deals with love affair- man- woman relationship. In the octave, it is a kind of expositionمقدمة. The poet exposes يقدم- يعرضhis ideas. In the sestet, he comes to a conclusion. Early translated Italian sonnets were having both the Italian mood and the English language. 

· The English sonnet: is divided into 3 quatrains and a couplet. 

He was a missionaryمبشر. He used to travel a lot. He was very close to the court.  He worked as a soldierجندى. His position in the court made it possible for him to 
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It is one of the poems that are translated يترجم from an Italian sonnet. It is written in the English language, but it is Italian in the mood.
The language is very easy. It is full of images that convey يوصل his own ideas to influence يؤثرthe reader. We sympathizeيتعاطف مع with the poor lover who is suffering the negligence إهمالof his own beloved. 

On the level of the Italian mood, he was happy even with this negligenceإهمال.

This happiness and satisfactionرضا and content are not found in the English version.
We are going to study two poems of the same poet. One is carrying an Italian issue, Italian mood in an English language. The other one is an Italian issue in English language and English mood.
Thomas Wyatt was a missionary. He used to travel a lot. He was very close to the court. His position in the court made it possible for him

 We can understand the poem by the first reading of the title. 
The sonnet is a short love poem.

The speaker here is in love for a long time. He believes that it will last سوف تدوم للأبدfor ever. This love does not only live in his heart but also in his thoughts- mind. He gives priority أهمية- أولويةto the thoughts where his love harbor= resident and liveيسكن- يعيش.  

He says that he is in love with this lady who is capturing يأسرhim as an army is capturing an enemy. Because she is living in his heart, she will never move. He is under her control. He is being capturedيؤسر by her, like an enemy being captured by the army. She is the army and he is the captured. She is the superiorأعلى في المكانة one and he is the inferiorاقل مكانة. So, he is under the mercy تحت رحمةof this lady. Though she is doing so, she never rewardsيكافأ him for being her slave. She is pretendingيتظاهر of being ashamed خجولand  afraid. This is not an excuseعذر because she is the one who trappedيوقع في الفخ him, who invited him to this relation. When he is completely trapped, when he loses his power and became her slaveعبد, now, she is trying to dismissيرفض him, forget, and neglect بهملhim. He is suffering negligence إهمالand being trapped, being a slave.
In the Italian sonnet, there is this slave-master relationship. The man is always the slave in this relation. The woman- the beloved is the master. 
The idea of slavery is there in their mind as it came with the discovery of the New found land= America, and the discovery of رأس الرجاء الصالح .
The Italians are always passionateعاطفي and compassionate, very sensitive حساسto the issue of love and human relationships in general. Their emotions are easily flowingمشاعر متدفقة- they are very close to the Arabs. The lover is ready to be a slave to his beloved.

The title of the poem really meets the needs of the poet. He is using this title though it is very long. The introductoryمقدمة line that is used as a title is a very good introduction because it provides يمدthe readers with the main issue of the poem. The speaker is in love. This love is living for a long time not only in his heart but also in his mind. 

We come to the presenceحضور of someone, a human being who is completely overwhelmed مسيطر عليهwith love emotionallyعاطفيا and mentallyعقليا.  He is occupied by and devotedمخلصto this relationship. 

The images used are very attractiveجذاب. He is using the slave-master relationship. He wants to convinceيقنع us with his own ideas. He uses images that communicate his ideas concerning this relationship. 

The image used here is a conceit.

· Q- What is a conceit?

It is an extended ممتدimage, an image that develops throughout the poem.

It is one image, it is the image of a conqueredمهزوم- invaded يغزوand capturedيأسر battle fieldمعركة. 
She invaded يغزوhis heart and capturedيأسر him. She spread her army there.  She took it as her residenceسكن. He does not have the idea that she will leave. He is satisfied with that. 

This idea of the invaded captured battle field is the main image used here= the conceit. It develops. There is an attack هجومand retreatتراجع. She attacked him, defeated him and she retreated and hid اختبأsomewhere- in his heart. She escaped هربto his heart and she hid there. The only solution for him is to go and hide with her.

His heart is being described as a place where one can hide. His heart is like in the forest- entangledمتشابك place. Entanglementالتشابك makes things easily hide and difficult to be taken. This is what happens with his heart. She is there hidden in this entangled trees- in his own forest- in his heart.

It is a very interesting image.  He is entrappedوقع في الفخ. She encouraged him to love her.  She captured his heart and his mind and then she escaped. She is pretendingيتظاهر to be afraid and ashamedخجول. She did it and she hid, escaped. There is no other place for her to escape but his heart.  
In the octave= 8 lines, he is complainingيشكو, exposing his main dilemma,مشكلة problem, suffering. He suffers but he never struggles يتعاركwith this lady because he is in love with her. He is satisfiedراضى. She is torturing him but he does not care.  

He should find an outletمخرج, a solution to live satisfied with this pain. He knows that there is no way out of this but he should come to a compromiseحل وسط. She is not close enough to him but she is not away. He also escaped to his own heart and made his mind up to live for ever in the forest of his heart and to die there for her.

an image= his  heart is the place where she lives.

When she sees his face, he pretendsيتظاهر to be calm and happy. But he is just pretending. If she looks at his face, she will find that he is in pain, that he is suffering to love this lady. His bold appearance – that has no featuresملامح- no expressionتعبير- this is because he is trying to cover up, to pretend that he is good, satisfied, living a normal life.  But he is not. He is suffering the love of this lady.

And therein campeth displaying his banner
Love is spreading his banner = sign علامةin his face. It is reference to the beloved. But he does not want to refer to her directly.

She that me learneth to love and to suffer,
And wills that my trust, and lust's negligence


She is the one who taught him to love her and to suffer. She is the one who taught him how to be in lustشهوة, in need, to have eagerness شغفto be closed to her and trustثقة her. But she is neglectingيهملhis trust and his lust. She is not making him physically close to her. 
Be reined by reason, shame, and reverence,
With his hardiness takes displeasure.


She is controlling both his heart and his mind. He is directed, acting under the influence of her mind. 
reverence,= conservativeمتحفظ
He is reasonableعاقل, conservative and he is ashamedخجول. 

his= reference to love= the lady herself
He does not use (she), he used (he) it is reference to love itself which is eventually the lady. 
Though it is hard, painfulمؤلم, torturingيعذب him, but she is happy with that. This is slave –master relationship. The master is always happy for making his slave suffering, feeling that she is superior to him and that she can cause him pain. He is the one who has to accept it, to obey her.   
Wherewith love to the heart's forest he fleeth,
Leaving his enterprise with pain and cry,

He escaped with his deedفعلته. She made him suffer and she escaped= fled. The slave loves the master. Usually it is the slave who escapes not the master. But in this relation, the master is to escape. He escaped with his pain, his love, his torture عذابto the forest of his own heart. She is in his heart. She escaped to his heart and hid there. He kept himself in his heart for ever. 
he fleeth= the lover- the slave= he is the one who fled 
The master= the beloved= the lady.

He escaped and hid there in his heart. He has no interest in the world . He is satisfied with crying and suffering, pain. He is happy with that. 
And there him hideth, and not appeareth.

He put on this bold face where people can not read anything. He escaped to his heart. He lives in his heart enjoying imagining her with him, satisfied with the idea of being her self, crying and suffering his own pain. 
What may I do, when my master feareth,
    But in the field with him to live and die?
    For good is the life, ending faithfully.
He speaks of himself directly. He comes to the solution, taking a decision. He must be present mentally and emotionally. 

He came to refer to himself as (I).

His master= the lady fears the society. He is being captured emotionally and mentally. He will live with him for ever till he dies. 

He returns to the first idea of being a long love- to the end of his life. He thinks this for being faithfully مخلصto his beloved= to hide in the place where she lives- to die for her even if she has no responseاجابة to his love. Even if she pretends to be ashamed in his pretenceتظاهر [society at that time was controlled by pretence] the lady pretends to be ashamed of her society. It is a conservative society on the surface. 
It is a  sonnet , a short poem, 14 lines divided into two parts. The first part octave= 8 lines, he is exposing his problem, complaining. In the second part, sestet, 6 lines, he comes to the conclusion.

In the Italian sonnet, we find the slave-master relationship. In this sonnet there is this relationship, the beloved= the female is the master. The slave is the lover= the male. Man is the slave, the lady is the master. 

The Italian sonnet enjoys a certain mood which is this male-female relationship. This sonnet suggests to the reader this Italian mood where the lover= the slave is enjoying the slavery. He complains, he is being tortured, in pain, neglected, yet, he is satisfied. He shows being inferior to the lady and happy with this inferiority, ready to show her superiority, to praise it, to underline it. 

We can detect all of this easily in this sonnet. 

We have one extended image= conceit in which there is capturing, escaping, reference to the nature of the forest where he escapes. Within this image, there are 4 or 5 baby images within this extended image, conceit.

  He is saying" Goodbye Love" love is strong enough to defeat him. He has a better life to live- life to educate himself, to enrichيثري his mind. He has an example- Seneca and Plato. This is a better life to live, to educate himself, to enrich his intellectualityعقلى. 

Here, there is no slave master relationship. He is the master. He is able to control his life. He is not escaping from love. He is defeating love and dismissing يطردlove, asking him to go to attack young hearts= not wise enough. They are easily being capturedيؤسر by him. They can be trapped easily. He wants to go and trouble these hearts and he will live a better love. So, he is paying love goodbyeيودع.

Here, we find the great difference between both poems although both are translated from Italian sonnets. Both are Italian in the division. 
It is divided – like the first sonnet- into 8 lines= talking about love in general, how love is powerful but he is saying goodbye to it. 

Even the title, from the first line, he is definitely not a slave for this love.

In the first sonnet, from the title which is the first line, he was a slave. He is admitting يعترفthis long relationship which will live for ever. 

Here, in this sonnet, it is not a very long relationship. He gets rid of it. He is not a slave. He is the master of his own mind and heart. He dismisses love to go and enjoy his mastery over his life.
