We have many words that are not written as in our modern language.

MY galley= my ship = my life = it is a metaphor. It is a conceit.

What is a conceit? It is an extended metaphorاستعارة ممتد- مكررة; A metaphor that is used all through the poem. It is not a metaphor that is used in one image. The same image is repeated مكررة through the whole poem. 

Charged= full- loaded ملئ- محمل
The ship is loaded , pregnant with forgetfulness.  نسيان
Thorough2 sharp seas, in winter nights doth pass
doth= does 

eke3= also 

my lord,= my love 

He is describing his life as a ship which is lost; تائه it sailed  أبحرتacross a rough  sea بحر هائج- غاضب. It is a dark night. We can not see the stars or the moon. It is very dark. The sea is rough. Sailing across such a sea is very dangerous. There are many troubles مشاكل- صعوبات. It is not easy to go to such a life. 

mine enemy= my lover حبه هو عدوه
it is very cruel قاسى that his lover is his enemy. 

Steereth= to control = to guide يتحكم- يرشد
every oar= مجداف- دفة   
It is to control the ship. It is controlled by cruelness قسوة. He is trying to use every oar مجداف trying to move the ship through these difficulties. يحاول أن يستخدم المجداف ليحرك السفينة 
Every oar is a thought  فكرة خطرت لهthat comes to his mind. Thoughts are ready in his mind. He is leading a very miserable life يعيش حياة بائسة. Those thoughts are ready in his mind. He is not inventing them لم يخترعهم. He is not trying to create  يخلقthem. They are ready there in his mind.

 As though that death were light in such a case. 



Death will be very easy. Thinking of death would be easier for him in that case.  التفكير The wind is endless. 

Light= the opposite of heavy. 

It is the end of the first sentence. The poet is trying to compare his life to a shipالشاعر يقارن حياته بالسفينة, a galley. The ship is sailing across a very angry sea. Everything is dark around the ship. There is no ship, no oar; it is only an extended metaphor استعارة. He describes his life as a ship. It is night, very dark. There are no stars or moon to give light.  It means that there is no hope in his life حياته بلا أمل. He is miserable يائس. He has no hope because his lover is now his enemy. He is controlled by crueltyالقسوة. He is very cruel. قاسى Because of this, he is in full despair يائس that he thinks that death is easier for him than leading such a life. الموت أفضل له من أن يعيش مثل هذه الحياة البائسة 
An endless wind doth tear the sail apace
Of forcèd sighs and trusty fearfulness. 
A rain of tears, a cloud of dark disdain,
Hath done the wearied cords great hinderance;
Wreathèd with error and eke with ignorance.


The wind is very strong. It is with no end= endless. بلا نهاية Every thing is torn يمزق by the wind. The wind is so strong that it tears  يمزق the sail  ساري of the ship into pieces. It adds to his misery. يزيد من إحساسه باليأس 

He is trying not to show his miseries.  The wind here is the wind of sighs تنهدات. His sighs because his lover is his enemy.   He trusts his lover and at the same time he fears him. trusty fearfulness.  يثق في حبيبه ويخافه في نفس الوقت
He trusts him but at the same time, he is fearful from him.  

A rain of tears= 
disdain,= scorn- disregard = despise  يكره- يحتقر
all of these are metaphors .

All of these obstacles صعوبات, all of these problems 

wearied cords= ropes حبال  that are about to be torn يمزق.  If these cords are torn, the ship is about to sink. على وشك أن تغرق
All of these problems, the sighs, the miseries affect his life. 

Wreathed= surrounded- twisted محاط ب 
Error= mistake  خطأ
Eke= also   ايضا 
Wreathèd with error and eke with ignorance.

 His life is twisted with error and ignorance. حياته محاطة بالجهل و الخطا 

The stars be hid that led me to this pain.
    Drownèd is reason that should me consort, 
    And I remain despairing of the port.

He is wishing that the star that led him to this pain be hid. يتمنى ان يختفى النجم المسئول عن إحساسه بالالم He regrets his life.يندم 
Consort
The reason that should accompany him, it drowned. What controls him now is not reason. His consort عقله is not controlling him. He is controlled by emotions. It is an error, a mistake خطأthat he committed ارتكبه. He is controlled by his heart. His reason is drowned, غرق not there. He will reach no port لن يصل إلى ميناء. He will continue the situation. 
· Q- write 4, 5 lines about the conceit, the extended metaphor in the poem. 

The theme: the poet is subjective ذاتي- شخصي-  he is speaking about himself. 

We have the theme of suffering يعانى. He is miserable, بائس in full despairيائس. He feels that there is no hope and that he will not reach any port لن يصل الى بر. It means that his Life is in danger حياته فى خطر. It is a dark night. He is full of despair. 

Courtly love:الحب العفيف  the lover passes through many stages مر بمراحل عديدة. First, he falls in love. The second stage, he starts to suffer in his love. The third stage, he suffers because his lover does not love him= it is one sided love حب من جانب واحد. Another stage is that his lover rejects him ترفضه. Another stage, like our speaker her, he reaches the stage of despair حالة اليأس هى اخر مراحل الحب العفيف. It is the last stage. 

The speaker is so subjective. He speaks about himself. The lover is in the last stage of courtly love, when his life is in danger. The lover is in despair for being rejected by his lover.  

Figures of speech;

We have a conceit- an extended metaphor. Wyatt has borrowed استعار this metaphor from Chaucer. Chaucer used this metaphor before- the life as a ship- 

Another figure of speech is the contradiction= antitheses  استخدام المتناقضات- الكلمة و عكسها
My Enemy &my lord

Trust & fearfulness  = the same person is trust and fearful at the same time. 

The Form: the poem is a sonnet. It is a Petrarchan sonnet. The rhyme scheme of a Petrarchan sonnet is –abba abba cddc ee

  It is divided into an octave  8 سطورand a sestet 6 سطور. The octave either speaks about a situation and this situation is continued in the sestet الموقف يبدأ فى ال8 سطور الأولى و يستمر فى ال6 سطور الأخرى, or there is another idea in the sestet= speaking about the same subject. In our sonnet, we find this division. We have a shift  تحول- تغييرafter the 8th line. There is no change in the mood or the idea. It continues. 

In our sonnet, there is no change in the mood or the idea. It continues. تستمر
In Petrarchan sonnets, we usually have a shift after the octave.  

In our sonnet, the poet continues speaking about his life that is the ship and the dangers it faces. The sestet here, does not speak about a different idea. It continues. The rhyme scheme of the sestet is cddc ee 

It follows the same pattern. تتبع نفس النمط
Wyatt borrowed this form and rhyme from Petrarch, but he made some changes. استعار نفس الإطار و لكنه أضاف بعض التغيرات After Chaucer, the feeling of nationality started to rise بدا الإحساس بالوطنية ينشأ. They borrowed from Italy but they made some changes to prove their identity. Wyatt had started this tradition  تقليدof the English sonnet. It is known to be Shakespearian- English sonnet. Shakespeare made it popular.  Wyatt divides  قسمthe sonnet into three quatrains= four lines  . 
Thomas Wyatt started the tradition of the English sonnet.  

    Drownèd is reason that should me consort, 
    And I remain despairing of the port.
The last two lines is the conclusion of the poem. He is not controlled by his reason. He follows his emotions. This is why he will not reach any port لن يصل الى ميناء لانه يتبع مشاعره و ليس عقله and he will remain hopeless and in despair سيظل يائس و فاقد الامل. He took the theme of courtly love from Petrarch. He took the general form. He started this tradition of changing little bit  غير قليلاthe Italian sonnet. Although it is borrowed from Italy, But Chaucer’ influence تأثير is very clear here. It is there in the use of the images, the use of the conceit. It reflects 16th century another subject - the effect of star  تأثير الاعتقاد في النجوم on the life of people. It reflects the people’s believe in starts. 

He borrowed it from the Italian but he gave it an English taste الذوق الأنجليزى.  He changed in the form, rhyme scheme and the structure. The couplet – اخر سطرينhas this English taste. He is concluding  يلخصthe fact that he is not controlled by his reason but he is following his emotions. 



Farewell, love, and all thy laws forever, 

Thy baited hooks shall tangle me no more. 

Senec and Plato call me from thy lore

Farewell,= goodbye for ever. 

He ids paying goodbye for love and all its laws forever. يودع الحب الى الأبد
Bait=  طعم السمكة
Hooks=  الصنارة
A hook  in which  a bait is hanged. 

Tangle= catch يصطاد 
Love is not going to catch him any more as if he is like a fish. He is like a fish. He is not going to be attracted لن ينجذب to the hook of love.  

Senec = a Roman philosopher

and Plato= a Greek philosopher

thy lore= your attraction 
He will not be attracted to love any more. He is not going to be an easy target لن يكون هدف سهلfor love. He is following Seneca and Plato. They call يدعوه him to something that is perfect. 

To perfect wealth=  to perfect = to enrich his wealth- his reason. 
He will not be any more that easy target for love. He will not be attracted to love any more. He asks Seneca and Plato to enrich his reason.

In the first poem, the reason of the speaker is drowned.

Here the reason of the speaker enriches him تثريه, controls him. He will not be controlled by his emotions anymore. He will be controlled by his wit= his reason. 

Why he uses Seneca and Plato?

It is an allusion. He alludes to Seneca and Plato. Seneca is a Roman philosopher and a dramatist. He was concerned  معنى بwith virtue.  The virtue according to Seneca is that man can be in full control of his desire يتحكم فى رغباته over his emotions. The virtuous man الرجل الفاضل according to Seneca is a self sufficient مكتفى بذاته man who is in full control of his emotions.  He is controlled by his reason. He is in full control of his desires. متحكم فى رغباته 

Plato is a Greek philosopher. He believed that a human being has a soul which he considered يعتبرto be superior to the body. The soul for him has many levels. The higher level= reason, the lower is the impulse, emotions and the will. الإرادةreason has to control all. 

All philosophers believed that a virtuous man is that man who is controlled by his reason.   

The speaker says that he is following Seneca and Plato= he is that man who is controlled by reason.  

In blind error when I did persever, 
Thy sharp repulse that pricketh aye so sore 

Taught me in trifles that I set no store, 

But scape forth, since liberty is lever. 

He is regretting and he is admitting the fact that he was controlled by his emotions and this is a blind error, blind mistake.  He admits that he insisted on his mistake by following his love.

Thy sharp repulse
Trifles= absurdities  تفاهات- سخافات
The pain he got from his love taught him not to be trifle الألم الذي سببه له الحب جعله لا يهتم بالتافهات. He is not at all after these silly things. The pain he got from love, taught him not to look at this silly thing as love.  He learned the lesson. He finds that reason is much better to be followed by emotions. 

He admits  يعترفthat he made a mistake. It was a blind error  خطا اعمىin him. This causes him pain. This pain taught him to go to what is more important, to his freedom, his liberty. الحرية
Therefore, farewell, go trouble younger hearts,

And in me claim no more authority;

With idle youth go use thy property,

And thereon spend thy many brittle darts.

It is the conclusion. He is saying good bye to love. Love has no more authority  ليس له سلطةon him now. He is controlled by reason . 

He asks love to go and use its hook to tangle يصطاد , to catch others, to catch younger hearts.  

thy property=  possession 

many brittle darts.
He asks love to go and use its darts , its duty to attract young people. 

For hitherto though I have lost my time, 
Me list no longer rotten boughs to climb. 

For hitherto= from now on 

The couplet gives the conclusion  خاتمةof the theme. Although he has lost time, now he has no desire to climb rotten boughs.  He is going to perfect his wit. he is going to learn more and more.
