· T.S Eliot
1. First who started focusing on the text.
2. " Any new work of art " "new masterpiece has to be judge according to the criteria of the old masterpieces and it's considered a continuation of this tradition and it gives life to tradition'' canon of law
3. What keep the canon going on is the importance of the text.
4. *he started the formalism.
Eliot formalism  >>   going back to the tradition.
New criticism :
1. Concentrating on the text itself without going back to the tradition.
2. Concentrating on the language.
3. See the work as organic whole. 
Russian Formalism  >>> concentrated on language.
Language is what differentiates a literary work from a scientific one.
Wordsworth >>> said something similar to that ^ , but he took the opposite point of view of the Russian Formalism.
                          He said that the language of poetry is similar to the language of prose and there is no difference, but the                  real opposite to the language of poetry is the language of science.
Russian Formalism  said that there is a difference between the language of science and of literature. And what makes literature literary is the literariness of the work and the defamiliarization.
Literariness of the work  said exactly by Jacobson.
Defamiliarization :
Meaning:	
unfamiliar , to defamiliarize. comes from the word familiar.
Who uses it :
Wordsworth said that meter changes familiar language into an unfamiliar language.
Russian Formalism change the familiar language into an unfamiliar language.= ( we don’t use the same language of poetry in our ordinary speech. The critic try to explain, understand, so he is defamiliarizng and bringing back unfamiliar to the reader to be able to understand.
Process of defamiliarization:
If a work of art written by a poet , who took the familiar language and change it into unfamiliar, so we need a critic, qualified reader, to understand it then to give readers the meaning he reached which can be reached by bringing back the unfamiliar to be familiar; so that the ordinary reader can understand.
 Its origins:
Date before the Russian revolution to the activities of those who concerned themselves with the study of poetic language.
Major figures:
Shklovsky , Jacobson, Eichenbaum, Brik and Tynyanov.
Most of the critics are university professors or connected to the scholar life . so they are all ''qualified reader'' as what I.A. Richards said.
They were interested in :
Russian formalism rejected unsystematic and electic critical approaches that were found at that time. They wanted systematic way ''scientific'' .
They were not interested in what is expressed whether ideas or emotions. They were interested in the devices, language and what makes the work literary.
Russian formalism , later on, focusing more in linguistic instead of just finding the difference between the literary and the non-literary.
Kinds of linguistic formalism : mechanical, organic, and systematic. 
Shklovsky
Automatization
Familiar with doing things but not focusing. You see thing but you don’t perceive it because it became a habit.
Shklovsky said that when you do something out of habit, you are not conscious of what you are doing ,so you don’t perceive .
The function of art is to force us to see through things; things that we don’t see in the normal way.
Ezra Pound is the main figure of imagists school; another figure is Potebnya. They believe that imagism is the main device in poetry.
Shklovsky is against them ; he said that poetry is depend on defamiliarization and on turning the usual '' out of habit'' into something that you can really see and perceive . So he makes a distinction between reality and art; and said that  what is in art is not a copy of reality but it takes from it and adds to it. ( as what Wordsworth said about the emotion '' the emotion tangled at the beginning is not the same emotion that is found in the work.''
Shklovsky makes use of an example from a famous Russian writer , Leo Tolstoy ; he uses the element of turning the  familiar into unfamiliar '' defamiliarization'' .
Tolstoy started describing an item from how he saw it and then the reader discovered that what is it .
Shklovsky believes that poetry is not depended on images but on how many new techniques the writers are making use of in their works. ( not how many images )
There are certain devices that are used to arrange the language in a work of art ( not only the meter as what Wordsworth said).
He says images are not created, they are arranged. ( because they are already found in reality).
He says that images are not the mainly devices but they are the element that gives strongest impression.
Shklovsky is making use of different examples to show that there are different devices in the work of art. (imagism –> pound + Potebnya ,  rhythm -> Japanese poetry ,  letters -> algebra )
So, Art depends on different devices that change the familiar into unfamiliar + Arrangement . (defamiliarization  +  Automatization )
Automatization >>> if I did something and I don’t remember if I do it or not ; because of something habitual.
Shklovsky said that '' Tolstoy makes the familiar seems strange by not naming the familiar object ''
Technique is dynamic. ( as Eliot's dynamic  nature of tradition) 
Technique always changes. Devices are different ; the way of saying things is different .  It is always changing and creating new devices ( not images and objects that are not there in life)
The difficulty in criticizing is intended by the writer because he is not using the ordinary way. According to Shklovsky , this element of difficulty in a work of art is intentional; any work of art should be difficult.
According to Shklovsky , our perception can be strengthened by presenting standard of difficulty.
Bakhtin 
Aronowitz a critic who described to us Bakhtin. He said that Bakhtin is a social theorist ; because according to him , language is a part of any culture.
Derrida and Volkov were affected by Bakhtin but they took different aspect from his critical theory and developed it into a new theory.
For Bakhtin , in the work of art the diversion voices is the main thing. The language is made of different voices; and this is the cause  of his preferring novel to poetry .
Bakhtin was arrested because he was anti-government. The government was under community but Bakhtin wanted freedom of the mind and of language; so , because of that, he didn’t write under his name ; and he wrote for long time. But at the end they discovered him.
Heteroglossia 
Diversity of languages.
According to Bakhtin, the nature of the language is heteroglossic.
· Any language to be called a language needs 3 things: one to speak the language, one to listen to the speaker, and in between the language itself.
· Any language is made up of different voices ; languages.
· Language is developing. Throughout the different periods of time , man develops and gains the information but integrating into his language.
· Different voices in one language. = a language is made of different  voices , it’s not only because of different characters ; but even each character has different voices. It's not one kind of language.
·  ( dynamic nature).each takes from the other and gives the other. The language never stops, it's always being fed by new words and voices.
· (Nature) the language id not only made of different voices inside one person; but it's a national language; it's made of different dialects and accents of different people coming from different places.
 
This multiplicity of language is called Heteroglossia.
 Bakhtin applied the theory of language to the novel. His definition of the novel is " a diversity of social speech types.'' '' reorganization of the language ''
The word language is equal to voice. (<< according to Bakhtin)
The multiplicity of meaning of a word = the deconstruction theory '' Derrida'' , it is as Bakhtin' s idea of breaking down a language. He doesn’t do it with every single word, image, or meaning ; but with language.
Heteroglossia is : another language said by the other.
Dialogism
The voices inside the language are competing with each other, they are in dialogue with each other.
There are 2 voices in the country : 
· Political   Obey Government
· Religious  Obey  God 
The authorial power ( as the author intention of Richards)  
---------
Heteroglossia = diversity of languages.
Polyphony = the voices who speak the language.
---  
With Bakhtin , we can use all responses:
Bakhtin's  theory: we can place it in : 
· Reader response; because the reader can understand the work in a difficult meaning.
· Author response; because he is the authorial power.
· Textual-response; because it is the language of the text that is made use by the author and understood by the reader.
---
The language in literature:
· Any language of any person  can never be single or unitary.
· Language is never neutral. But it has an intention which depends on who is speaking ; because the word doesn’t say one meaning.
· The language is a living socio-ideological concrete thing; because you can see it , hear it, and understand it.
· The language becomes active in literature.
· The language is creative,  it's an artistic way, by taking the ordinary word and changing it into an artistic language; it's not created but organized.
Nature of language: 
It can be used by any one, it doesn’t stick only to educated person. He said even the person who is illiterate can make use of different kinds of languages. So , any language is Heteroglossic by nature.
Bakhtin consider the comic novel ( the kind of novel that makes the utmost use of different voices and needs extra effort from the writer and the actor) . the writer in this kind use of almost all levels of literary language; in order to express what he wants to say or to communicate his intention , he makes use of different languages.
There are 5 extract to show the writer intention>>> p.6 at the 5th lecture.
Post colonial literature
What was consider post-colonial was the writing from places that was dominated by the other; any minority is considered under the umbrella of post-colonialism.
People under colonialism had to write ; because they wanted to do something.
There are 2 kinds of writings:
1- Writings of the colonizers from their own point of view ; such Defoe's Robinson Crusoe, Forester's A passage to India , and Conrad's heart of darkness .
2- Writing of the colonized people.'' Those who speak out of experience ''
a- Resistance literature; written by people who are struggling to gain their freedom.
b- Aborigines literature; written by native people who either were liberalized or not. 

Characteristic of post colonial writings:
1- All try to implement identity .
a- Calling for going back to the past .'' nostalgia'' as Fanon  (( doesn’t  work ))
b- Bring from the past what is applicable to the present; to mix and make something new. As Edward Said.
2- The word '' hybrid'' was usually used with animals; but with post-colonial theory, they used it with people who belong to the  3rd and 4th worlds.
3- Theme of silence. >> applies more to the female.
4- Post-colonial criticism was mainly written by people who were not originally British or American .
5- They tried to improved that there is a balanced equality.
Defects that taken against said ;
He concentrated more on personal issues; in " orientalism'' he ignored certain issues that were concerning India or Ireland. After being attacked for this point , he started talking about others things.
---   
 
3 meanings of Orientalism according to Said:
  They are all interrelated , we can't separate them
1- Academic ; the study of orient 
a- Oriental = comes from orient 
b- Orientalist =  one who studies the orient.
2- The general idea of the orient ; the weak man who is still in his natural situation who can be dominated easily .The west is superior and the east is inferior.
3- The historical background; what we have in history, how the west came and tried to force its power over the east.      Facts that can't be denied. They are documented these facts .

Qualifications and qualities for Orientalism
1- They are equal .The west and the east complete each other. The main idea ( what the orient is , what is represents , what is should be )
2- The power . the relation between them is a relation of power; each one has its power; and it's wrong to force the power of one over the other.
3- The untrue nature of the myths that are built around the orient.  We shouldn’t base our studies on the lies and myths that have been told about the orient; we must resrach, look for facts and truth.



At the end he says orientalism is a discourse .
throughout this discourse of orientalism, the west was able to force its power over east and to dominate it not only politically but intellectually and morally.
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
