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 Marking criteria

1.  (Diction): 25% of the total mark of a typical translation assignment is allocated for evaluating appropriateness of choice of equivalent words (diction), and proper usage of idiomatic expressions and terminology.

2. (Grammar & Syntax):  25% of the total mark of a typical translation assignment is allocated for evaluating good transfer of sentence structure into the target language. This includes sound grammar, observation of number, gender tense, aspect and voice (active voice vs. passive voice) as well as observation of the English/Arabic syntax (word order).

3. (Cohesion): 25% of the total mark of a typical translation assignment is allocated for evaluating equivalence at text level. This includes good division of sentences, using the correct transitions and connectors between sentences as well as proper usage of punctuation.

4. (Coherence, flow & naturalness): 25% of the total mark of a typical translation assignment is allocated for evaluating good writing skills in the target language in general and in the field of literature in specific, "literary style". This also includes proper polishing of the English text in terms of ideas and themes and normalizing it to comply with the linguistic norms of the target language.
