1- comedy
Definition: is dramatic presentation which element of drama are selected in order to make audiences to laugh, it has many problem but they solve it. Usually the lover escape from the city and the problems into green place to solve their problem and it end with happy ending.

Purpose of comedy is: to make us laugh for our follies maybe we can change it or correct it.
Kind of comedy:
1-romantic comedy: it was developed by Shakespeare.
Shakespeare’s “As You Like It” such a comedy represent a love affair that involves a beautiful and engaging heroine (sometimes disguised as a man) the course of this love does not run smooth , yet overcomes all difficulties to end in happy union. Many of the boy-meets-girl plots of later writers are instances of romantic comedy.

In the Anatomy of criticism said that some of Shakespeare’s romantic comedies manifest a movement from the normal world of conflict and trouble into “the green world”  

“Midsummer Night’s Dream”: in which the problems and injustices of the ordinary world are dissolved, enemies reconciled, and true lovers united. It end with Festive conclusion in social ritual of a wedding, a feast a dance) as evidence that comic plots reflect primitive myths and rituals that celebrated the victory of spring over winter. 


2-Satiric comedy: ridiculous political policies or philosophical doctrines or else attacks deviations from the social order by making ridiculous the violators of its standards of morals or manners.
Shakespeare’s contemporary Ben Jomson wrote satiric or as it often called “corrective comedy” in his 1-Volpone and 2-the Alchemist.
(they satires a Normal people or Political or Society because they want to change it or they want it to be different.)

3-The Comedy of Manners.
4- Farce. 

Comic Relief:
It’s not part of comedy but it part of many of tragedies.
Is the introduction of comic characters, speeches, or scenes in a serious or tragic work, especially a dramatic work. Such elements were almost universal in Elizabethan tragedy. Sometimes they occur merely as episodes of a dialogue or horseplay for purposes of alleviating tension and adding variety; in more carefully wrought plays, however, they are also integrated with the plot in a way that counterpoints and enhances the serious or tragic significance. Examples of such complex uses of comic elements are the tragedy of Hamlet the scene of drunken porter after murder of the king Macbeth. (( on the knocking at the Gate in Macbeth)) .






Tragedy

Tragedy is: representation of serious and important actions which eventuate
 In a disastrous conclusion for the protagonist or chief character.

Aristotle defined tragedy as: the imitation of an action that is serious and also, as having magnitude, complete in itself 
A good tragedy that has good effect on the audiences 

The Greek philosopher he define the tragedy to: represent of the type of Dramatic it an imitation of an action (serious) and the action is complete.
Catharsis = equal
The emotion is pity and fear.

Tragic hero: beginning with happiness and it end with misery it always has tragic flaw.

Tragic hero is: a Man of … mixture of both good and evil the writer want us to be pity 

The hero of Macbeth however is not a good man who commits a tragic error, but an ambitious man who knowingly turns great gifts to evil purposes and therefore, although he retains something of our sympathy by his courage and self-insight deserves his destruction at the hands of his morally superior antagonists.



Element of Drama

1-Action (plot) sequences of events that are follow each other one of acinecial elements.
2-Sharacters
3-Setting: place / time 
The time of writing doesn’t be the same of the time that we living.
They effect in the other element: custom – speech.
4-Dialoge: they use metaphor and Imagery.
5- Themes of the play: it has hundred of themes but there is main one.
6-Structure of the play: most plays they have three strategy 
1-Exposition: introduction to the character and situation.
2- Complication.
3-Denouement or concluding. 
7- Audiences  Elizabethan audience 
They are mixed (man and women)
(Poor and rich)
(Thief) (Illiterate and learner)
Shakespeare wrote for all and he successful.
