Introduction:

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  Course Description :

 2- There is a need to develop reading and comprehension skills.
 3- The course is needed for enabling students to widen their scope and help them acquire sound reading habits.    
Course Objectives:
By the end of the course, students should be able to: 
1. Demonstrate ability in reading comprehension and knowledge of vocabulary at intermediate and post-intermediate levels. 
2. Show mastery of skimming, scanning and guessing the meaning of words in context.
3. Show comprehension of general meaning and of the specific information in a text by answering direct questions and making inferences. 
4. Apply self-teaching methods and techniques in developing an individual/group extensive reading program.    
5.  Helping students to communicate with others using different types reading texts. 
6.  Improving students’ English language skills in reading and writing 
7.  Training students to scan and skim reading texts for specific & general  
     information.  
Contents of the Course: 
Eng 220   
    “Reading” is the first of three reading courses. It aims at intermediate and post-intermediate levels. It covers various types of reading texts and focuses on vocabulary building and comprehension. In addition, the course has a self-improvement component which widens students’ scope and reading abilities.
