Sometimes the letter h is not pronounced at the beginning of English words,
Example give him —* give im
Where has he been? — Where as e been?
The letter i is often not pronounced when
* aword is unstressed (such as him, her, has) and
= itdoesn’t come at the beginning of a phrase or sentence.
Compare:
1. Unreduced: Is he asleep?
Reduced: Is e asleep?
2. Unreduced: The children have gone.
Reduced: The children uv gone.
3. Unreduced: Here's the newspaper.
The h is not dropped because it is at the beginning of the sentence.

In a few words, like honest and hour, the h is never pronounced.
