and email, we have moved beyond the idea of the
global village to a process many call globalization,
the movement toward markets and policies that go

beyond national borders. Due to technological

advances, specifically rapid forms of communica-

tion, travel, and e-commerce, the events of one part

of the world have a significant impact on the rest of
