The course covers clause types in English and their realizations in the sentence. It also studies the mechanisms of co-ordination, subordination and embeddedness in different grammatical units. 
Grammatical systems surveyed in the course including: voice, gender, number, transitivity, mood and modality. 
Course Objectives: 
1- Demonstrate knowledge of the main clause types in English.
2- Show knowledge of how to describe and analyze various realizations of: co-ordination, subordination and embeddedness. 
3- Describe the grammatical systems of: voice, gender, number, transitivity, mood and modality in sentences.
4- Supply and use in natural context various clause types and grammatical systems.

1- Recorded and live lectures given by the teacher.
2- Teacher-prepared Power Point presentations.
3- Weekly discussion topics posted on the course’s online forum.
