An adverbial (abbreviated as Adv) can be a single-word adverb or an adverbial phrase.

Many adverbials are adjuncts; they provide additional information, are part of the structure
of the clause, but are optional. Adjuncts include adverbials of: :

We can give different degrees of the meaning
conveyed by a gradable adverb. The adverb of manner “carefully”, for example, is a gradable
adverb.
