In the previous lecture, we discussed the five basic types of clause structure.
Each part of the structure of a clause can be duplicated (doubled) or added to by

Coordination.
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For example, the subject is duplicated in the following sentence:

Al aleall & Caelina Jelill ;D
Mohammed and | are good friends.
The two parts of the subject in the previous sentence are joined by the conjunction

“and,’.
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Conjunctions are words like “and,” “or,” and “but” which we use to connect

grammatical units/elements in a sentence.
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If we combine more than two parts, we usually separate the parts by commas, using the
conjunction to join the last two parts only.
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Mohammed, Khaled, Fahad and Moayad

Coordination of Clauses — Jead) (gawl

A compound sentence has two or more clauses which are linked by a coordinator.
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All of the clauses in compound sentences are coordinate. In other words, they are of
equal rank. None of them are dependent on (part of) another clause. They are all
independent clauses. ‘
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The following are examples of compound sentences:

As seen in examples 5, 6 and 7, when the subjects of the two clauses refer to the same
person or thing, the second subject can be deleted. We can also delete the second verbal

group if it is the same.
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
