As we saw in the previous section, ditransitive verbs take two objects.
One of these objects is called a direct object and the other one is

called an indirect object.
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The indirect object comes first followed by the direct object in this

example:

The indirect object is often equivalent to a prepositional phrase with “to”
or “for”.
