English is a West Germanic language that was first spoken in England
and is now the most widely used language in the world.[*!

English arose in the Anglo-Saxon kingdoms of England and what is now
south-east Scotland, but was then under the control of the kingdom of
Northumbria. Following the extensive influence of Great Britain and the
United Kingdom from the 17th century to the mid-20th century, via the
British Empire, and of the United States since the mid-20th
century,BI7IBIOL it has been widely propagated around the world,
becoming the leading language of international discourse and the
lingua franca in many regions, 1]
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Thought generally refers to any mental or intellectual activity involving
an individual's subjective consciousness. It can refer either to the act of
thinking or the resulting ideas or arrangements of ideas. Similar
concepts include cognition, consciousness, and imagination.!*! Because
thought underlies almost all human actions and interactions,
understanding its physical and metaphysical origins, processes, and
effects has been a longstanding goal of many academic disciplines
including, among others, biology, philosophy, psychology, and
sociology.
