We often begin a conversation with a sentence that includes a tag
question. We acél a “tag” to a sentence, and it becomes a question.
Our voice goes up on the tag if we aren’t sure about the answer; 1t
becomes a real question. Our voice goes down on the tag if we al-
ready know the answer and are making small talk.

Examples: We haven't met before, have we?
(Voice goes up—the speaker isn’t sure of the answer.)
We haven’t met before, have we?
(Voice goes down—the speaker knows the answer already.)
