Affricates
Some sounds have 2sounds stoops+fricatives
We have distinguished 3 classes of consonant according to degree of Constriction: 
stops, fricatives and approximants. 
Consider the first sound in: chip:
 it is like a stop in that there is complete closure between the blade of the tongue and
 the palate alveolar region. However, it is like a fricative in that it clearly involves friction.
 That friction occurs during the release phase of the closure. Sounds produced with a constriction of complete closure followed by a release phase in which friction occurs are calledaffricates
