sentence. Which gives the main idea of paragraph. It usually comes at or near the end of the introductory

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The [main body] These are the paragraphs that explains and support the thesis statement and come between the
.introduction and the conclusion . there must be one or more paragraphs in The main body of an essay
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The body paragraph in an essay are like the supporting sentences in a paragraph. They are the place to develop

.your topic and prove your points
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The conclusion This is the last paragraph of an essay . it summarises or restates the thesis and the supporting ideas
. of the essay
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The conclusion It a summary or review of the main points discussed in the body the essay. is your last chance to
.make your point clear
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Unity a paragraph discusses one and only one main idea from beginning to end
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Coherence_the sentences must hold together; that is, the movement from one sentence to the next must be
.logical and smooth, without sudden jumps
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Parallelism means that each item in a list or comparison follows the same grammatical pattern
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Parallelism means using similar structures to express similar ideas. Parallel structures make sentences clearer and

easier to read. Editing for parallel structure helps you avoid awkward sentences and keeps you from breaking your
