Ex. The /r/ sound in red which is felt to be a consonant in English is treated as a vowel in
Mandarin Chinese.

Phonology: the study of Phonemes

Phonemes are the regularly used sounds (vowels and consonants) in a
language. The smallest unit of sound employed to form meaningful
contrasts between utterances.

Phonemes: an identifiable small number of regularly used sounds
