It is spoken as a first
language by a majority of the inhabitants of several nations, including the
United Kingdom, the United States, Canada, Australia, Ireland, New Zealand
and a number of Caribbean nations. It is the third most common native
language in the world, after Mandarin Chinese and Spanish. It is widely
learned as a second language and is an official language of the European
Union, many Commonwealth countries and the United Nations, as well as in
many world organizations. English arose in the Anglo-Saxon kingdoms of
England and what is now south-east Scotland,

around the world, becoming the leading language of international discourse
and the lingua franca in many regions.

In 1066 William the Conqueror, the Duke of Normandy (part of modern
France), invaded and conquered England. The new conquerors (called the
Normans) brought with them a kind of French, which became the
language of the Royal Court, and the ruling and business classes. For a
period there was a kind of linguistic class division, where the lower classes
spoke English and the upper classes spoke French. In the 14th century
English became dominant in Britain again, but with many French words
added.

Early Modern English (1500 -1800)

Towards the end of Middle English, a sudden and distinct change in
pronunciation (the Great Vowel Shift) started, with vowels being
pronounced shorter and shorter. From the 16th century the British had
contact with many peoples from around the world. This, and the
Renaissance of Classical learning, meant that many new words and
phrases entered the language. The invention of printing also meant that
there was now a common language in print.
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English Language History

Books became cheaper and more people learned to read. Printing also brought
standardization to English. Spelling and grammar became fixed, and the
dialect of London, where most publishing houses were, became the
standard. In 1604 the first English dictionary was published.
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Late Modern English (1800-Present)

The main difference between Early Modern English and Late Modern English is
vocabulary. Late Modern English has many more words, arising from two
principal factors: firstly, the Industrial Revolution and technology created a
need for new words; secondly, the British Empire at its height covered one
quarter of the earth's surface, and the English language adopted foreign
words from many countries.
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Varieties of English:

From around 1600, the English colonization of North America resulted in the
creation of a distinct American variety of English. Some English
pronunciations and words "froze" when they reached America. In some
ways, American English is more like the English of Shakespeare than modern
British English is. Some expressions that the British call "Americanisms" are
in fact original British expressions that were preserved in the colonies while
lost for a time in Britain (for example trash for rubbish, loan as a verb
instead of lend, and fall for autumn.
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Varieties of English:

Spanish also had an influence on American English (and subsequently British
English), with words like canyon, ranch, stampede and vigilante being
examples of Spanish words that entered English through the settlement of
the American West. French words (through Louisiana) and West African
words (through the slave trade) also influenced American English (and so, to
an extent, British English).

Ancient Greek philosophy:

Ancient Greek philosophy arose in the 6th century BC and continued through
the Hellenistic period, at which point Ancient Greece was incorporated in
the Roman Empire. It dealt with a wide variety of subjects, including
political philosophy, ethics, metaphysics, logic, biology, etc.
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Ancient Greek philosophy:

Many philosophers today maintain that Greek philosophy has influenced much
of Western thought since its inception. Alfred Whitehead once noted:
"The safest general characterization of the European philosophical
tradition is that it consists of a series of footnotes to Plato." Clear,
unbroken lines of influence lead from ancient Greek and Hellenistic
philosophers, to the European Renaissance and Enlightenment.
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Ancient Greek philosophy:

Socrates:

Socrates (469 BC — 399 BC) was a classical Greek Athenian philosopher.
Credited as one of the founders of Western philosophy, he is an enigmatic
figure known chiefly through the accounts of later classical writers,
especially the writings of his students Plato and Xenophon, and the plays
of his contemporary Aristophanes. Many would claim that Plato's
dialogues are the most comprehensive accounts of Socrates to survive

from antiquity.

Socrates:

Through his portrayal in Plato's dialogues, Socrates has become renowned for
his contribution to the field of ethics, and it is this Platonic Socrates who

also lends his name to the concepts of Socratic irony and the Socratic
method, or elenchus.

The latter remains a commonly used tool in a wide range of discussions, and is
a type of pedagogy in which a series of questions are asked not only to
draw individual answers, but also to encourage fundamental insight into
the issue at hand. It is Plato's Socrates that also made important and
lasting contributions to the fields of epistemology and logic, and the
influence of his ideas and approach remains strong in providing a
foundation for much western philosophy that followed.

Aristotle:

Aristotle's views on the physical sciences profoundly shaped medieval
scholarship, and their influence extended well into the Renaissance. In the
zoological sciences, some of his observations were confirmed to be
accurate only in the 19th century. His works contain the earliest known

formal study of logic, which was incorporated in the late 19th century into
modern formal logic. In metaphysics, Aristotelianism had a profound
influence on Christian theology.

The founders of the United States had all received a classical education. As
they were forming their own ideas about the world, they were learning
about and absorbing the ideals of ancient Greece and Rome. It is no
wonder that when they were building the foundations of American
government, they looked to ancient Greece and Rome for inspiration”.
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The Roman Empire, at its height, included about a fourth of Europe, much of
the Middle East, and the entire northern coastal area of Africa. Its millions
of people spoke many languages and worshipped different gods, but they
were united by the military power and government of the Romans. The
city of Rome grew from a farming village in central Italy to become the
capital of the huge empire.

The Roman Empire fell apart almost 1500 years ago, but it still influences our
lives. More than 300 million persons speak languages directly related to
Latin, the Roman tongue. Many words in English and in other languages
come from Latin. Roman law provided the basis of the law of most
European and American nations.

* Between Independence and the Civil War 1783-1861, the USA expanded westward
mainly through purchasing new land. The Americans fought a war against the British
between 1812 and 1815 which the Americans won.
The Native Americans (Indians) continued to be driven out of their settlements leading
to a lot of death and misery.
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* The USA between Independence and Civil War

* During this time American settlers pushed the ‘American Frontier’ westwards.

* It was a time of growth, expansion and developing economic strength.

* Slavery!

* Slavery had been practiced in America since the days of the early British settlers. They
purchased African slaves to work on sugar and cotton farms in the Caribbean and
America.
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* Slavery!
* “All man are created equal” didn’t extend to people of African origin and many of the

‘Founding Fathers’ of America were slave owners. In the early 19th Century a large
‘abolitionist’ movement started which was based in the North of the USA.

* 20% of the USA population were of African origin. The Southern states with their
cotton-based economies relied on slavery,

® while the North, with its factory economy did not need slavery.
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* The American Civil War

* Fought between 1861 and 1865 in the USA.

. Fought between the Unionists (the North) and the Confederates (the South).

* Slavery was a big issue especially the question of whether slavery should be legal in
the new western states.

It resulted in the death of 750,000 soldiers and an unknown amount of civilians. The
Unionists (the forces of the North) won the war.

As a result of the Unionist victory, slavery was abolished in the United States of
America.
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* Abraham Lincoln

* Fought between 1861 and 1865 in the USA.

* Was born in 1809 and was assassinated in 1865.

* Became president of the USA in March 1861.

* His election as President started the American Civil War because he was well known
for being antislavery.

* He was born into a poor family in the Western Frontier of the USA.
He educated himself and became a lawyer.
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* Abraham Lincoln
* Seen by many as the greatest American President.
* Led the North to victory in the Civil War.
* Was assassinated by a Southern supporter in a theatre in April 1865.
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The British Empire

* The British Empire

* At its height, it was the largest empire in history.

. In 1922 the British King ruled over 458 million people (1/5th of the world
population).

* The Empire covered 1/4 of the world’s land surface.

* Started up as a trading empire but developed a system of military conquest, settling
and colonialism.

* It had both positive and negative effects on its colonies.

Left a legacy of education and social stability in many of its colonies
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British India

From 1757 to 1858 the ‘British East India Company’ ruled India.
From 1858 to 1947 there was the ‘British Raj’ or the ‘Indian Empire’.
The word ‘Raj’ is a Hindi word for ‘reign’.
Indian was called the ‘Jewel in the Crown’ of the British Empire because of its beauty

and importance to the British people.
The ‘British East India Company’ were first given permission to trade in India in 1617
and they expanded their influence over the next century and a half.
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* In 1857 there was a large uprising against the ‘British East India Company’

called the ‘Indian Mutiny’ which led to direct rule from Britain.
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
