e Because no man has a natural authority over other men
and because force cannot establish right, all legitimate
authority must depend upon convention.
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e Rousseau goes on to refute Grotius, who argues that a
state can be legitimate even if the people are slaves and
the government is their master.
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e Rousseau disputes his claim that the people can alienate
their liberty and give themselves to a king.
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e According to Rousseau, no one will give up his liberty
without getting something in return.
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e People form societies when the obstacles faced in the
state of nature become too taxing for any one person to
overcome.
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e Each person gives up his natural liberty — the freedom to
do anything he desires - in exchange for the greater
power of the entire community.
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e Because everyone gives himself and all of his rights to the
community, the conditions of the social contract are
equal for all those involved.
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e The association of many individuals with the same
interests creates a collective body with its own life and
will.
