Spurred to anger, the animals turn on the men, attack them, and
easily chase them from the farm.
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Astonished by their success, the animals hurry to destroy the last
remaining evidence of their subservience: chains, bits, halters,
whips, and other implements stored in the farm buildings.
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After obliterating all signs of Mr. Jones, the animals enjoy a
double ration of corn and sing “Beasts of England” seven times
through, until it is time to sleep.
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The pigs reveal to the other animals that they have taught
themselves how to read, and Snowball replaces the inscription
“Manor Farm” on the front gate with the words “Animal Farm.”
