(Antonymy)
The relationship between two lexical units (words) that have the opposite sense. Words that are opposite are called antonyms. The relationship between “big” and “small” is oppositeness of meaning.
There are three different types of antonymy:
1. binary antonymy (complementarity): If one of the antonyms is applicable, then the other cannot be applicable, dead/alive, married/ unmarried
2. converses (relational opposites): the two lexical units are converses of each other, 
Ahmed is the parent of Ali = Ali is the child of Ahmed
John bought a car from Fred = Fred sold a car to John
3. gradable antonyms: two words at opposite ends of a continuous scale of values
	Hot” and “cold, warm”, “cool (combine with: very, very much, how or how much)
	“far” and “near” to say: “very near” or “How far is it?”
Notice: other types of antonyms like “married/unmarried” we wouldn’t say “very married” or “very unmarried”. And with the antonyms “dead/alive”, we wouldn’t say: “How alive is he?”

(Synonymy)
The relationship between two lexical units (words) that have the same sense. Words that have the same sense are called synonyms. The relationship between “rich” and “wealthy” is sameness of meaning.
No real synonyms, five ways in which they can be seen to differ:
1. different dialects: fall/autumn
2. different styles: gentleman/man/chap
3. differ only in their emotive or evaluative meanings: politician/statesman
hide/conceal

4. collocationally restricted: rancid زنخ
bacon   butter
    addled فاسد
 eggs   brain
5. Their meanings overlap. There is a loose sense of synonymy between them: 
mature= adult”, “ripe” or “perfect
govern=direct”, “control” or “determine







(Hyponymy)
A sense relation between words in which the meaning of one word is included in the meaning of the other.
	Example: “tulip” and “rose” is included in the meaning “flower”
	“lion” and “cow” is included in “animal” or “mammal”.
Superordinate: The upper term
Hyponym: The lower term
	Red is the superordinate, “scarlet” is a hyponym of “red”.
Co-hyponyms: superordinate term has more than one hyponym
	Emotion is the superordinate, the “fear”, “anger”, “happiness”, “sadness”.. etc. are hyponyms,
	“fear” is a co-hyponym of “anger” and “sadness” is a co-hyponym of “fear”.. etc.
Notiec:
A hyponym can itself be a superordinate of another term included in its meaning:
	Example: “tulip” is a hyponym of “flower” and “flower” is a hyponym of “plant”
	“plant” is a superordinate of flower, and flower is a superordinate of “tulip”.
 immediate hyponym : 
	“tulip” is an immediate hyponym of “flower”
	“flower” is an immediate hyponym of “plant” 
	But:
	“Tulip” is also a hyponym of “plant” but it is not an immediate hyponym.
Exception:
There is no superordinate term in English to cover a variety of professions and crafts like “carpenter”, “doctor”, “flute player”.. etc. “craftsman” is the nearest possible term, but that would not include “doctor” or “flute player”.
Symmetrical hyponymy: X is a hyponym of Y and Y is a hyponym of X, then X and Y are synonymous.
	“Mercury” and “quicksilver” both are Synonymy but also in the meaning!.

(Polysemy)
A sense relation in which the same word has several very closely related meanings (senses).
	Example: “Earth/earth” (our planet vs. soil). Clearly related by the concepts of land
Notice: Only a native speaker of the language has clear intuitions.

(Homonymy)
A sense relation in which several words have the same shape, but different meanings that are far apart from each other.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Example: “Bank” (financial institution vs. the side of a river). Clearly not related to each other.

General Notification:
· It is important to note that there are cases where homonyms differ in either writing or speech:
1. Homography (words spelled the same) as following:
· “Lead” (metal) and “lead” (dog's lead) have the same spelling, but pronounced differently.
· “Work” (noun) and “work” (verb) have the same spelling, but pronounced differently.

2. Homophony (words pronounced the same) as following:
· “site” and “sight”, “rite” and “right” pronounced in the same but spelled differently.
