Definition of Semantics
Semantics is the study of meaning in human language.

		 
Semantics: 
semantics deals with those aspects of meaning that remain constant whenever a given expression is uttered. 
The four major topics in semantics are:
1- The nature of meaning.
2- Some properties of the conceptual system underlying meaning.
3-The contribution of syntactic structure to the interpretation of sentences.
4-The role of non grammatical factors in the understanding of utterances.
In brief ( Semantics covers what expressions mean ) 
Pragmatics 
Pragmatics is the study of situated uses of 
language.
It also refers to the study of those factors which govern our choices of language such as our social awareness ,our culture and our sense of etiquette.
Another definition : 
     Pragmatics involves how speakers use language in contextualized social interactions -- how they do things with words, as Austin would say. Semantics invites a focus on meaning and truth conditions without regard to communication and context.
