Linguistics: the disciplineالعلم)) that studies nature and use of language.
Applied linguistics: the application of linguistic theories, methods, and explain lang. problems in other domains. (the term for foreign language learning and teaching).
Linguistic competence: Speaker's ability to produce and understand an unlimited number of utterances, including many novel and unfamiliar.
First lang. : (native) by child (it's also called home lang.)
Second/foreign lang. : a lang. subsequent to a native lang.
Acquisition: the gradual development of ability in a first or second lang. by using it naturally
Learning: conscious process of accumulating knowledge. بعكس الاكتساب
Language assumptions فرضيات اللغة
Lang. is a voluntary behavior.
Lang. is a set of habits, patterns that common to a group and consistent to individuals.
Lang. as a form of communication is arbitrary. Nothing inherited for giving set of noises.
Lang. is convention, a tradition, a social institution. 
Ways to describe language
It consist of:
1) Phonology: (study of sound system)
2) Morphology: (study of words structure)
3) Syntax: (study of sentence structure). Grammar is the set of lang. rules.
4) Semantics: (study of meanings)

Lang. teaching approaches أساليب تدريس اللغة

Grammar-translation approach
· instruction is given in the native lang. of the students
· little use of target lang. استخدام قليل للغة المستهدفة للتدريس
· focus is on parsing and inflection التركيز يكون على الإعراب والتصريف 
· there is early reading of difficult classical texts.
· typical exercises to translate sentences from target lang.to native 
· the result is usually an inability for student lang. communication.
· teacher don't have to speak target lang.

Direct approach

· No use of the native lang. is permitted (teacher doesn't need to know student native lang.)
· Lessons begin with dialogues and anecdotes in modern conversational style
· Action and pictures are used to make meaning clear.
· Grammar is learned inductively بالحث 
· Literary texts are read for pleasure and are not analyzed grammatically.
· The target culture is also taught inductively.
· Teacher (must) be a native speaker or native-like in teaching target lang.

Reading approach

· The only grammar useful for reading comprehension is taught
·  vocabulary is control at first and then expanded.
· Translation is respectable classroom procedure.
· The only lang. skill emphasized is Reading
· Teacher doesn't need to have good oral proficiency in target lang.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Audiolingualism approach

· Lessons begin with a dialogue.
· Mimicry and memorization are used, based on assumption that lang. is a habit formation.
· Grammatical structures are sequenced and rules are taught inductively.
· Skills are sequenced: listening, speaking-reading, writing postponed.
· Pronunciation is stressed from beginning.
· Vocabulary is severely limited in initial stages معاني الكلمات محدودة بشدة في المراحل الابتدائية
· Lang. is often manipulated without regard to meaning or context.
· Teacher must be proficient only in the structures, vocabulary since learning activities are carefully controlled.
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
