2-F. Scott Fitzgerald - The Great Gatsby shows through its protagonist, Jay Gatsby, the corruption of the American Dream
3. William Faulkner's novel "The Sound and the Fury," for instance, boldly rejects the rules of language, as Faulkner invents new words and adopts a first-person narrative method, interior monologue. also shows how incomprehensibly cruel man can be, especially with regard to racial and class differences
4- William Faulkner's novels, such as "The Sound and the Fury" are also fragmented in form, consisting of disjointed and nonlinear narratives.
5- T.S. Eliot's "The Waste Land, The poem " which depicts a modern waste land of crumbled cities. feature multiple speakers.
