Significance of Research

Limitations of the Research

I had meetings with kids' fathers who they think that Cartoons films had a positive effect on their children in English language acquisition, while on the other hand; other parents think that it had a negative impact on their children because of some violence contained in some movies. However if my research included girls in the sample it would be more comprehensive and will additionally increase the accuracy and reliability of my study outcome. 

The difficulties encountered me during my research are summarized as follows:

· Some parent refused to conduct the interview.
· Some parent refused to fill the required survey form.
· Some Childs and/or parent do not provide accurate answers/information.


Expected Results
After a meeting with some of families, it was found out that about 80% of them agree that their children use Cartoons films to assist them in acquiring English language. Also 60% of the sample size finds that cartoons films affect their children(s) mentality and/or character were 70% of those parents think that the affect is negative.
