According to professor Hasan he research on this topic , he says : A: " most of tenses
have no precise equivalents in Arabic which has only two tenses , the present and
the past . This causes a few problems to the students of translation , for some

English tenses are difficult and can be confused when rendered into Arabic. **

for the past perfect , to precede the verb in the past this is a likely solution , but
rule , for either particle can be used with J:& J2 silthere are exceptions for this
any kind of verb in the near of far past. Other words like

for (Lagad) have been suggested to indicate these two tenses. However, this can
be an optional solution." (61, Hasan, Translation as problem & solution, 2008)

When we try to translate these tenses we research about good words in second
language to convey exact meaning with these tenses By that we understand the
translation of two tenses will be when it present perfect write it (Qad) and if it past
perfect write it (Lagad) this just suggest we will illustrate this idea by examples .

C: Dr.Hasan teach us Here :"* The Direct , easy and proper way of translating
theses two tenses is regard them exactly as past tenses, the following the
examples are given one translation in Arabic :

1/ ' we heard the news " ( past simple)

2/ ' we have heard the news ™" ( present perfect) Y1 (Lo o / 5 ) Ui

3/ " we had heard the news ™ ( past perfect)

Thus, the present and the past perfect tenses are both treated as past simple ,
and translated into the past tense in Arabic with or without (Qad) or (Lagad) ."

That's about tenses now we see the way for translate Articles by Dr. Hasan . claim,
D " we have two cases in translation articles: 1/ Zero article -> definite article .
it obvious that the use of "the’ is usually brought to a minimum in English .
moreover, in general and abstract words, for instance, ‘the’ is implied, not
mentioned , but in Arabic it's mentioned . on the other hand, in the genitive case
() "the" is mentioned before each of the two nouns in English , whereas in Arabic
it's used only before the second noun* (70, Hasan, Translation as problem & solution,
2008)

Article in translation there is one article we can translate it to its equivalent in Arabic
is (the ) it means definite . we indicate the nouns by this definite Article.

E: by the expert Dr.Hasan :** in English , general and abstract nouns are used
without articles , but in Arabic they are preceded by the definite article () . as the
following example illustrate

Notice the general noun and abstract which is not preceded by an article in
English (70, Hasan, Translation as problem & solution, 2008)

Here we learn some cases doesn't mention the definite article in sentence then we will
translate it in Arabic preceded by the definite article .(J').

The rest article (a, an ) translators don't mention there is equivalent available for the
indefinite article (a, an ). So by this I think it's no problem if we don't translate or
translate it because | think it doesn't change the meaning in Arabic.

F: the second case in translate definite article by Dr. Hasan mention : ** 2/the
genitive® ->genitive in Arabic . The definite article is used twice in the English, *
of-genitive', but only once in the Arabic translation for the genitive replaces the
second definite article.

Genitive : adj : pertaining to that case ( as the second case of Latin and Greek nouns ) which *
expresses source or possession it corresponds to the possessive case in English .
