The traditional approach to teaching English relies on the teacher performing and delivering the evaluation and critique of the students’ quality of acquisition. This approach suspends the students’ reflection on the quality of their learning and relies entirely on the teacher. This research explores the consequences of shifting the evaluation phase from being entirely reliant on the teachers to the students while being guided by the teachers.

Subjects will be divided into two groups: A, B, and C. Each member of every group will be given a writing prompt to be answered in a single paragraph. Members of group A will be evaluated following the traditional pedagogy, that is to be graded by a teacher and hand the students back the evaluation while they remain in a passive state. Group B members will be asked to evaluate their own writing and guided by a teacher when a difficulty arises. Members of group C will not receive an evaluation as they are used as a control group. Afterwards, all three groups will be given a second writing prompt with the same criteria.
