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Abstract:
The major purpose of this study is to examine the effectiveness of a suggested program based on summary writing strategy for developing reading and writing skills for preparatory year students at King Saud university in Al Riyadh. In fact, Thirty preparatory college students will be chosen randomly from preparatory year students at Saud university in Al Riyadh to take part in this study. A pre-post test will be set for these students before the study to determine their levels in reading comprehension and writing skills. The experiment will last for two months to teach the techniques of summary writing strategy to these students. After a two month experiment, the researcher will set the previous test again to determine if the experiment helped these students improve their reading and writing skills or not. Moreover, the researcher will prepare a questionnaire to know the students' opinions about the effectiveness of the summary writing strategy to develop reading and writing skills for preparatory year students in Al Riyadh.

Introduction:
Reading and writing are two major academic skills that almost all   college students need to be equipped with these skills to keep pace with the academic requirements of finding information about reading and writing pieces of research. In fact, college students are required to read a variety of topics and interests found in their textbooks, asked to get the main ideas of these topics and texts, identify the supporting details besides inferring implicit information in the texts. Also, these students are encouraged to  summarize the paragraphs of reading passages to its main ideas, and write their responses to these passages and texts properly. Similarly, writing about different topics and experiences is a pressing necessity for these students to prove their abilities in collecting information, organizing and developing ideas well. A great deal of complains have been made concerning the lack of students to read the required reading passages in their texts literally, inferentially or critically besides their inabilities to write coherent, well developed, and unified paragraphs and essays. In deed, a lot of pieces of research have proved the effectiveness of the summary writing strategy,  which pays attention to highlighting the main idea and crossing out supporting and minor details besides rewriting the main points using your own words,  to improve the levels of students in reading comprehension skills and writing paragraphs and essays correctly and effectively. Mokeddem  and Houcine (2016) asserted the effectiveness of the summary writing strategy to enhance the students' abilities in reading comprehension and writing skills significantly.    

Literature Review:
This part is divided into two parts. The first part deals with the definition of summarizing strategy. The second part deals with the previous studies that emphasize the effectiveness of summarizing strategy to develop the skills of reading comprehension and writing.
Firstly, this part focuses on the definition of summarizing strategy and its advantages to improve reading comprehension and writing skills. Winograd (1984) defines summarizing strategy as " a writing process whereby readers  condense a larger section of text into a smaller one without using any personal elaborations".
[bookmark: _GoBack]Secondly, this part deals with the previous studies of summary writing strategy that stress its effectiveness to improve students' reading and writing skills.  In fact, Olsen and Gee (1991) think that writing summary strategy can be used effectively to enhance students' reading comprehension because summarizing strategy involves higher thinking skills and writing processes. Additionally, Dole, Duffy, Roehler, and Pearson (1991) state that summary writing strategy motivates students to separate necessary from unnecessary information when they read texts interactively. Moreover, Rinehart, Stahl, and Erickson (1986) claim that summary writing strategy enables students remember main text information properly and develops study skills effectively. Furthermore, Kintsch and Van Dijk (1978) argue that summary writing has some specific steps such as maintaining the main idea of the information, including all the important information in the text, and deleting any unnecessary information to improve students' reading comprehension skills. Also, Oded and  Walters (2001) reported that summary writing strategy helps students to improve their reading comprehension skills well. Similarly, Yu (2008) indicated that summary writing strategy can be utilized effectively to improve students' reading and writing skills.
Significance of the Study:
This study has some various significant points for preparatory year students. First of all, this study can enable students to develop  their levels in reading and writing skills significantly and promote their attitudes toward reading and writing for preparatory year students at King Saud university in Al Riyadh. In fact, this study can contribute to  providing those students with a  practical and encouraging method of reading and writing instead of traditional ways of teaching reading and writing that rely on the explanation of lecturers. Thus, this study can provide students with an effective method focusing on students' participation enthusiastically and increasing their motivation greatly and practically. Furthermore, summary writing strategy provides students with specific steps to identify  main ideas, supporting details, and recognize the most important ideas in the text besides writing your summary briefly and expressively. 
Research Questions:
There are some main questions of this study.
1-What is the effectiveness of a suggested program based on summary writing strategy developing reading  skills for preparatory year students at King Saud university in Al Riyadh?
2-What is the effectiveness of a suggested program based on summary writing strategy developing  writing skills for preparatory year students at King Saud university in Al Riyadh? 
Methodology and Tools:
Thirty preparatory college students will be chosen randomly from preparatory year students at Saud university in Al Riyadh to take part in this study. A pre-post test will be set for these students before the study to determine their levels in reading comprehension and writing skills. The experiment will last for two months to teach the techniques of summary writing strategy to these students. After a two month experiment, the researcher will set the previous test again to determine if the experiment helped these students improve their reading and writing skills or not. Also, the researcher will ensure the quality and integrity of this research.  Moreover, participants in this study will seek consent from their parents before starting the study. In fact, the  researcher makes sure that this study is independent and impartial, and the researcher will respect the answers of the research respondents secretly.

Limitations of the Study:
The participants in this study will be chosen from the preparatory year students from King Saud university in Al Riyadh. They will be only male students. Indeed, this study will last for two months, and the researcher will use only the strategy of summary writing to develop students' reading and writing skills besides enhancing their attitudes toward reading and writing. The researcher will choose specific reading texts and writing topic from the Student's Book " New Headway". Thirty preparatory year students will be chosen randomly to participate in this study.
   Expected Results:
The researcher thinks that this program based on summary writing strategy will contribute greatly to developing  students' reading and writing skills and their attitudes toward this strategy because they will learn how to use summary writing strategy independently, and actively. Moreover, the students will share their opinions about the strategy of summary writing expressively.
