A general overview of language development
	Age
	General Language Characteristics 


	3 months
	The young child starts with all possible language sounds and gradually eliminates those sounds that are not used around her.


	1 year
	Many children are speaking single words (e.g., “mama”). Infants use single words to express entire sentences. Complex meanings may underlie single words.


	18 months 
	Many children are using two or three word phrases (e.g., “see baby”). Children are developing their own language rule systems. Children may have a vocabulary of about 300 words. 


	2-3 years 
	Children use such grammatical morphemes as plural suffix /s/, auxiliary verb “is”, and past irregular. Simple and compound sentences are used. Understands tense and numerical concepts such as “many” and “few”. A vocabulary of about 900 words in used.


	3-4 years 
	The verb past tense appears, but children may over generalize the “ed” and “s” markers. Negative transformation appears. Children understand numerical concepts such as “one”, “two” and “three”. Speech is becoming more complex, with more adjectives, adverbs, pronouns, and prepositions. Vocabulary is about 1,500 words. 


	4-5 years
	Language is more abstract and most basic rules of language are mastered. Children produce grammatically correct sentences. Vocabularies include approximately 2,500 words.


	5-6 years 
	Most children use complex sentences quite frequently. They use correct pronouns and verbs in the present and past tense. The average number of words per oral sentence is 6.8. it has been estimated that the child understands approximately 6,000 words.


	6-7 years 
	Children are speaking complex sentences that use adjectival clauses, and conditional clauses beginning with “if” are beginning to appear. Language is becoming more symbolic. Children begin to read an write and understand concepts of time and seasons. The average sentence length is 7.5 words.

	7-8 years 
	[bookmark: _GoBack]Children use relative pronouns as objects in subordinate adjectival clauses. (“I have a cat which I feed every day”). Subordinate causes beginning with “when.” “if”, and “because” appear frequently. The average number of words per oral sentence is 7.6.

	8-10 years
	Children begin to relate concepts to general ideas through use of such connectors as “meanwhile” and “unless”. The subordinating connector “although” is used correctly by 50 percent of the children. Present participle active and perfect participle appear. The average number of words in an oral sentence is 9.0.


	10-12 years
	Children use complex sentences with subordinate clauses of concession introduces by “nevertheless” and “in spite of”. The auxiliary verbs “might”, “could” and “Should” appear frequently. Children have difficulties distinguishing among past, past perfect and present perfect tenses of the verb. The average number of words in an oral sentence is now 9.5.
