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Title: Jane Austen’s sense and sensibility, the novel and its contemporary adaptation version (movie): analysis and overview.
 Description: Jane Austen is a famous and a great realistic author of the early 19th century; through her novels, she tried to depict social traditions and legal practices of that era from a woman perspective.
Her novels were praised for their richness of ideas and events, One of her best works is sense and sensibility, which is my favorite, it was about her usually themes of marriages, inheritance and wealth, lots of social irony but mostly focused on theme of sense (wisdom) as appose of sensibility (impetuous passion) in peoples relations.

However, this action raised concerns of faithfulness to its original novel, due to the changes needed to turn it to a film; also, there are rising questions about how are we to perceive this new version of sense and sensibility? What good will come out of it, in regards to the main massage Austen is trying to tell us? In my research, I will try to inspect some of these issues.

Tools & Methodology: My plan include a questionnaire and an interview, it goes as follows:
1- I will ask 18 participants (English literature teachers in three different universities, in Riyadh) to read the novel sense and sensibility, then watch a specific movie of it (a link of both will be provided to insure unification of sources).

2- Participants will answer a questionnaire that has 10 statements (each has five choices of different degree of agreement), about some amendments made in plot, characters and themes. Higher degree of agreements will indicate more faithfulness to the novel.

3- Group interview will be conducted, that will discuss four to five questions about how they perceived the adaptation in regards to Austen’s main idea? It will be done in each university separately.
